This question isto help youpick out akey fact in those versesto help you grow in
your knowledge of those verses. The answer tothis question will usualy be found in the verses
as you read them.

The second question will ask you aquestion tha will help youtothink through the
verses to understand the meaning of the group of verses being discussed. Asyou read this
question, pray that the Lord will gveyou understanding of the passage as well as knowledge of
thefacts.

Thethird question will ask you a question that will help youto apply wha you have
learned from those verses both toyour own and toyour service for Christ. It isaswe
understand and apply the Scriptureto our lives tha the Lord redly begnsto change and
transform our lives.

At the end of each lesson there will be an opportunity towrite down somethingthat you
have learned for your own life through the study of those verses. Our prayer istha asyou work
through these lessons that three things will happen in your life:

1. First, you will grow in your knowledge of the Bible.
2. Second, you will grow in your understanding of the verses that you have gudied.
3. Third, youwill learn how to apply the Word of God toyour life.

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Survey of Exodus
Lesson 1
Exodus 1:1-3:22

Thelast few verses of the book of Genesis conclude by taking about the death of Joseph. After
the death of Joseph, the kings of Egy pt did nat bother the descendents of Israel for aperiod of
time. However, oneday anew king becametheruler of Egypt. Thiskingredized that the
people of Israel were becoming avery powerful group of people. Thekingdecided that their
growth must be stapped or the people of Israd would become more powerful than the
Egyptians. We are goingto seetha God had not forgotten Hispeoplein Egypt. Insead God
was goingto work to ddiver them from the Egy ptians and the sufferingthat they caused tothe
Isradlites.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy .
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:
Explain what happened when anew king began to rulein Egypt.
Explain how the Lord protected M oses.
Explain what happened when M osestried to $ap the Egyptians from mistreating the
people of Israel by his own efforts.
Explain how God called M oses to serve Him.

Joseph had been agreat leader in Egypt. He had saved thelives of many people by helpingthe
Egyptiansprgparefor afamine. Hisfamily adso cameto Egypt because of thefamine. At the
timethefamily cameto Egypt, therewere only seventy pegplethat came with Jacob plusthe
family of Joseph whowas dready in Egypt. Afterthefamily of Jacob reached Egy pt, they
began to grow and multiply. By thetime of the birth of M oses, thepeople had been multiplying
in Egypt for about 350years. Duringthat period they becameavery stronggoup or nation of
people. Infact weread tha theland of Egypt was filled with the pegple of Isradl. It was during
thistimetha anew kingarosein Egypt.

1. Read Exodus 1:1-22 and write what we are told about this new king.

2. Explain why God had blessed the descendents of Jacob (Isradl) and caused them to multiply
in theland of Egypt.

3. BExplain why youthink that God caused the descendents of Jacob to become a great nation
whilethey werein theland of Egypt.

This new kingwas afraid of the children of Israd. Heredized that the children of Israd were
becoming more powerful than the Egy ptians. Thekingwas afraid that the children of Israd
might join with an enemy and destroy the Egy ptians. As aresult, the king of Egy pt forced the
children of Israd to become slaves. They wereforced to work very hard for the Egyptians.
Therewere forced to build treasure cities for the Pharoah. They wereforced to work hard in the
fields of the Egyptians. However, the number of Israglites continued to grow. ThelLord was
blessing them because they were His chosen people. Nathingthat the kingdid could stop their
gowth.

4. Read Exodus 1:1-22 and write how the Egy ptians made the children of Israel work.

5. Explain why leaders like Pharoah become controlled by fear when they depend on
themselves instead of trusting God.



6. Explain why youthink that there have been many times in your own life when you have
been driven by fear instead of beingled by the love of Christ.

It did not matter how much the Egy ptians persecuted the children of Israel. The number of
Isradlites continued to grow. Then theking of Egy pt ordered the women who delivered the
babies for the Israglites (Hebrews) to kill dl of the baby boys as soon asthey were born.
However, the women had their trust in God andthey did nat obey the commandment of the
king. Asaresult, the baby boys of the Israglites continued to live. Oneday the king of Egy pt
cdled for the midwives. He asked them why they had nat killed the baby boys.

7. Read Exodus 1:1-22 and write what the midwives answered the king.

8. BExplain why these midwives did not obey Pharoah and kill the male children that were born
tothelsradlites.

9. BExplain why youthink that the most importart thingthat you can do is trug God and obey
what Hetellsyou to do in His Word, the Bible.

M any people have wondered whether the midwives told thetruth. The midwives did save the
male children and keep them adive and did not kill them as they wereborn. Herewe see that
they recognized that God highly vaues every singelife. Since God rewarded the midwives,
we can be surethat they weretellingthe truth because God does not reward sin. It ispossible
that the hard slave labor made the muscles of the women stronger so that they had their babies
faster. In addition, many of the women probably waited to call for amidwife until the | ast
possible moment because of the order of Pharoah. Whatever the reason, we seethat God was
pratecting His people.

10. Read Exodus 1:1-22 and write what Pharoah then told the Egy ptians to do whenthey saw
that an Isradite had ababy boy.

11. Explain why youthink that the children of Isragl increased so rapidly.

12. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifethat youtrus God andtell thetruth
when you are faced with difficult situations like the midwives faced.

When the king saw that the midwives would not kill the male babies, Pharoah ordered the
Egyptiansto kill any baby Isralite boy that they saw. Here we seethat Pharoah was so fearful
of the Isradlites that he commanded his own peopleto sart murderingthe I sradlite baby boysto
keep them from continuingto multiply. Oneday afamily from thetribe of Levi had a baby
boy. They saw tha hewas abeautiful baby and they wanted to pratect him from the Egy ptians.
They were ableto hide and protect him for three months. As his cries became louder, the
parents redized that the day would soon come when one of the Egy ptians would hear the baby
cry.

13. Read Exodus 2:1-10 and write what the family made in order to hide the baby from the

Egy ptians.

14. Explain why the Lord led this coupleto find away to protect their son from the command
of theking.

15. Explain why it isimportart in your own lifeto ask the Lord to guide you when you are
facing difficult situations instead of tryingto solveyour problemsin your ownway .

Bulrushes werethe reeds that grew in the shadlow water dongthe banks of theriver. These
bulrushes were used to make baskets. The parents made a basket lar ge enough for their baby .



Then they covered it with pitch sothat no waer would lesk into it. The parents then hid the
basket in some reeds dongthe bank of theriver. An older sister was told to wéach the basket.
Soon the daughter of Pharoah and some of her servants came walkingalongthe edge of the
river. She saw the basket out in the reeds and sent a servant to get the basket.

16. Read Exodus 2:1-10 and write how the daughter of Pharoah felt when she saw the baby
cryingin the basket.

17. Explain why youthink that theparentsplaced this ark with their boy in aplace where they
knew that the daughter of Pharoah would probably find it.

18. Explain what these verses show you about the fact that God can work in many different
way sto accomplish Hispurposes.

When the sister of the baby saw tha the daughter of Pharoah felt sorry for the baby, the sister
asked the daughter of Pharoah if she wanted her to get aHebrew woman to nurse and carefor
the child. Thedaughter of Pharoah agreed and M iriam went and got the mother of the baby to
carefor him. Instead of killingthe baby, the daughter of Pharoah offered to pay wages to the
mother of the baby sothat the mother would raise the child for her. The daughter of Pharoah
named the baby M oses. As aresult, M oses became the grandson of Pharoah. This meant that
he also received the best education that was availablein theworld at that time.

19. Read Exodus 2:1-10 and write what the name M oses means.

20. Explain how the Lord protected M oses and aso prepared him to write the firg five books of
the Old Tesament.

21. Explain what lessons these verses teach y ou about the fact that God can turn around the
plans of evil men like Pharoah.

When M oses was forty years old, he decided to see what was happeningto the pegple of Isradl.
Thefirst thingthat he saw was an Egy ptian beating an Isradlite. M oses decided to take care of
the Egyptian in his own way and so hekilled him and became amurderer. Thisiswhat
happens when men trug their own srength instead of asking God to guide and direct them. The
next day M oses went out again to see what was happeningto the Isradites. This time he saw
two Isradlites fighting. M oses asked them why they werefighting. The onethat was doing
wrong thought that M oseswas goingto kill him also.

22. Read Exodus 2:1-25 and write what Pharoah decided to do to M oses when he heard that

M oses had killed an Egy ptian.

23. Explain why M oses could not solve theproblems of the Israglites as long as hetried to do it
in hisown way .

24. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto ask the Lord to guide and lead you
instead of tryingto solveyour problemsin your own grength.

Because M oses had tried to solve theproblem in his own way ingdead of asking God to guide
and help him, hewas forced to fleeto the desert sothat Pharoah would not kill him. He had
spert forty years in thepalace of Pharoah learning al of the wisdom of Egypt but that did not
prepare him to lead his people. Now M oseswas goingto spend forty moreyears in the desert
learningto depend on God instead of tryingto do things in his own strength. M oses went to a
part of the desert called Midian. There he helped the daughters of the pries of M idian water
their flocks because they had no oneto help them. Asaresult,the pries of Midian invited

M oses towork for him. The pries of M idian dso gave M oses one of his daughters to bethe
wife of M oses.



25. Read Exodus 2:11-25 and write the name of the wife of M oses.

26. Explain why it was necessary for Godtotake M oses out into the desert for forty yearsin
order to prepareM osesto be effective when he led Isragl out of Egypt.

27. Explain why it isimportart in your own lifeto dlow God to lead you totheplaces where he
can teach you the lessons tha you need to learn to gorify Him.

While M oses lived in the desert, ason was born. M oses cdled the name of his son, Gershom.
M eanwhile the I sraglites were experiencing much suffering in theland of Egypt. Findly the
king of Egypt that had tried to kill M oses died. However, another king arose who was just as
crud and evil. Just because the people were suffering, that did not mean that God had forgotten
them. God knew that they had to experience suffering in Egy pt or thepegple would never leave
Egypt if they fet that lifewas easy in Egypt. Herewe seethat God knew that sufferingwas
important for thepeople of Isragl or they would have been satisfied to live as slaves in Egy pt
rather than following the Lord to theland that He had promised to Abraham more than 400
years exlier.

28. Read Exodus 2:11-25 and writewhat God remembered as He heard the groaning of the
peopleof Israd in Egypt.

29. Explain why it was necessary for Isradl to havethisperiod of suffering beforethey would
beready to leave Egypt.

30. Explain why youthink that God alows Christians to suffer today .

Oneday M oseswas caring for the sheep of Jethro, his father-in-law. M oses cameto thewest
side of the desert to amountain caled Horeb (dso called Sna). AsM oseswas a Horeb, he
suddenly saw abush begin to burn. However, the bush was nat destroyed by thefire even
though it continued to burn. Thiswas so unusua that M oses sopped towatch the bush as it
burned and was not destroyed. Then God caled to M oses from the burning bush. When M oses
answered God, God told M osestotake off his shoes. God said that He was the God of
Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob. This caused M osesto befilled with fear.
31. Read Exodus 3:1-22 and write why M oses wastold totake off his shoes.

32. Explain why God caled the place where M oses was standing holy ground.

33. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto redize that you are standing on holy
ground as you meet with God and tak to Himin prayer.

M oses was filled with fear when herealized that he was speskingto God. Then God began
telling M oses why Hewas gpeskingto him. God said that He had seen the suffering of the
children of Isradl in Egypt. Godsaid that He had heard their cries. Then God said that He was
preparingto bringthe people of Isragl out of Egy pt and take them tothe wonderful land that He
had promised to Abraham severd hundred years before. God said that He was goingto use

M oses to lead Hispeople out of Egypt. God aso promised that He would be with M oses.

34. Read Exodus 3:1-22 and write what God said the pegple were to do when they reached

M ount Horeb.

35. Explain why redizingthat he was takingto God caused M oses to befilled with fear.

36. Explain what lessons you learn for your own life from the fact that God knows and
understandsy our suffering.

Then M oses asked God aquestion. He asked who he should tell the leaders of the pegple of



Israel had sent himto them. God said to tell theleadersthat “I AM THAT | AM” had sent him.
Herewe seethefact that God emphasized thefact tha Heis the Onethat has dways existed.

M oses wastold to go and tell the leaders of Isradl that God had appeared to him. It had been a
longtime since God had appeared to any of the men of Isragl. M any of the leaders probably
felt that God had forgottenthem in Egy pt.

37. Read Exodus 3:1-22 and write what kind of aland M oses wastotdl the leaders that God
would bringthem.

38. Explain why God told M osestotel that leaders of Isragl that Heisthe“l AM ™.

39. Explain why it isimportant in your own lifeto redize that God has alway s existed.

God aso told M osesthat the king of Egy pt would not listento him. As aresult, God said tha
Hewould do great signs and wonders in theland of Egypt. God said Hewould do these signs
and wonders to cause the king of Egypt to let the pegple go. These signs and wonders would
aso causethe Egyptiansto redize that Godwas withthepeople of Isragl. M ost important of all
the Israglites would redize that God had not forgotten them. They would see Hispower and
redizethat He could deliver them from the Egy ptians. In fact the Egy ptians would be anxious
for them to leave and would even gvetheir riches to the Israglites in order to get rid of them.
40. Read Exodus 3:1-22 and write how the Israglites would go when they Ieft Egypt.

41. Explain why the Lord warned M oses in advance that Pharoah would not listento him when
he went to Egypt.

42. Explain why it isimportarnt toyouto be reminded that God will never forget you in your
times of testing.

Now reread Exodus 1:1-3:22 and write down the three most important lessonsthat you learned
for your life from these chapters.



Survey of Exodus
Lesson 2
Exodus 4:1-6:30

M ases had ended up living in the desert because he had tried to free the people of Isragl from
the Egyptiansin his own way. God dlowed M osesto remain in the desert for forty years to
prepare him for the work that Godwanted him to do. Herewe seethat God is very patient as
Heprepares pegpleto serve Him. After forty years God gpoketoMoses and told him to return
to Egypt and lead the children of Israd out of the land of Egypt. In our lesson today, we will
learn how Pharoah, theruler in Egy pt, felt about freeing the children of Israel.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy.
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:
Explain why M oses said that he could not lead the pegple of Isragl out of theland of
Egypt.
Explain why the Lord tried to kill M oses.
Explain how Pharoah fdt about lettingthe Israglites leave Egy pt.
Explain how the Lord encouraged M oses.

When God spoketoMoses and told M oses tha he was to lead the children of Isradl out of
Egypt, M oses made severd excuses. Today we sometimes do the samething When the Lord
tells us to do something, we immediately begin to make excuses. Thefirst excuse of M oses
was that thepeople would not believe him. Thisis often the same excuse that we gveto God
when God puts us in asituation where we have the opportunity to spesk for Him. We say that
peoplewill not listen to us sowhy should we spesk tothem. When God gives us the
opportunity to gpesk for Him, He will be the Onethat will cause othersto listen. Our
responsibility is to be obedient and share what The Lord has told usto spesk.

1. Read Exodus 4:1-17 and write what God caused therod of M osesto become.

2. BExplain why youthink that M oses made the excuse that the people would not believe him.
3. BExplain why it is sometimes easy to make excuses in your own lifewhen you fed that Christ
isleadingyou to do certain things.

The Lord gave M osesthree physical signs to show thepeaople Israd that he spoke for God.
First, his rod became asnake. Then his hand became | eprous when he put it next to his ched.
Thethird sign was to takewater from theriver and pour it onthe ground. God said that the
water would become blood when M oses poured it onthe ground. Then M oses gave a second
excuse. M oses said tha he could not gpesk very well. M oses said that he was a slow gpeaker.
God answered that he would put the words inthe mouth of M oses so tha he would know what
tosay.

4. Read Exodus 4:1-17 and write who God said would spesk for M oses when M oses kept
making the excuse that he could not spesk.

5. BExplain why many Christians usethe excusethat they cannot gpeak when the Lord asks
them to share the Word of God with athers.

6. Explain why you can trus the Lord to gveyou the wordsto speek if you will be obedient
and share the message of Christ with others.



Thered problem for M oses wasthe samething that is often our problem. M oseswas unwilling
to do what God wanted him to do. M any times we do not have the privilege of being used by
the Lord because we are unwillingto be used by the Lord. God finaly promised M oses tha He
would speak to M oses and M oses could gpesk to Aaron. Then Aaron would spesk to thepeople
and to Pharoah. Findly M oses could think of no more excuses and so he agreed to do what
God was tdlinghimto do.

7. Read Exodus 4:1-17 and writewhat M oseswas totakein his hand.

8. Explain why youthink that some Christians are unwillingto work for the Lord just asM oses
was unwillingto do thework of the Lord at fird.

9. BExplain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifetopray and ask the Lord to gveyou His
courage to serve Him when you fed inadeguate or unwillingto serve.

After M oses agreed to do what the Lord told him to do, M ases went andtold his father-in-law.
Jethro agreed to let M oses go. God aso told M osesthat dl those who had wanted to kill him
had died. Then M osestook his family and startedtoward Egypt. AsM oseswas on hisway to
Egypt, God spoke to him again. God reminded him that Pharoah would harden his heart and
would not let thepeagplego. God said that the oldest son of Pharoah would bekilled if Pharoah
continued to refuseto let thepeople of Israd leave Egypt. Infact God knew tha Pharoah
would not dlow the people of Isradl to leave Egypt and go to the land of Canaan.

10. Read Exodus 4:18-31 and write what happened toMoses a an inn tha night.

11. Explain why it was important for M oses to know tha al those who wantedto kill him had
died.

12. Explain why youthink that God warned M oses in advance that Pharoah would harden his
heart and not let thepeople go.

M any peoplewonder why the Lord tried to kill M oses. The answer is gven in the next few
verses. TheLord had told Abraham that he and dl of hisfamily that camefrom himwereto
circumcise their sons to remind them of the promises of God. M oses had been disobedient and
had fail ed to circumcise his son. Now it was necessary for him to be obedient to the command
of the Lord before he would be an effective leader for the Lord. If we are goingto be effective
inour servicefor the Lord, we must aso be obedient. We cannot live in sin and expect to be
effective | eaders for the Lord.

13. Read Exodus 4:18-31 and write who came to meet M oses in the wilderness.

14. Explain why the response of Zipporah when she circumcised their son shows that M oses
and Zipporah had earlier had a conflict about circumcising their son.

15. Explain why youthink that many Christians fail to do thewill of the Lord becausethey are
afraid of conflict with others.

God had dso spoken to Aaron and told him to go and meet M oses. When thetwo met, M oses
told Aaron dl of thewords that God had spoken to him. Then hetold Aaron about the signs
that God had gven him to show that he sooke for God. M oses and Aaron then went together
and gathered al| of the leaders of the children of Israd together. When the leaders of Israd
were gathered together, Aaron spoke the words and showed the signs that God had gven to

M oses. Asaresult, thepeople believed and redized that God had not forgotten Hispeople.
16. Read Exodus 4:18-31 and write what the pegple did when they heard that the Lord had
looked on them in ther affliction.



17. Explain why it was important for the leaders of Isradl to realize that God had not forgotten
His people.

18. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto know that Chrig haspromised that
He will never forget you.

After M oses and Aaron had spoken tothe leaders of Israel, M oses and Aaron went to spesk to
Pharoah. They told Pharoah that God had sert them totake the children out into the desert for a
feast to God. Pharoah replied that he did not know God andthat he did not plan to let the
people of Isradl go and worship God. Herewe seethat thefirst problem that Pharoah had was
that he did not know God. The second problem that he had was that he refused to ligen to God.
Today there are many people like Pharoah who will not listen to the Word of God. Pharoah
aso said that M oses and Aaron were making the peoplelazy .

19. Read Exodus 5:1-23 and write what Pharoah told M oses and Aaronto do.

20. Explain why Pharoah gives us an example of the fact that pegple will not listen to God
when they do nat know God.

21. Explain why theway we listen to and obey God is directly related to how well we know
God.

However, thefact that thepeople of Isragl believed God did not mean that Pharoah believed
God. Instead of lettingthe people of Israd leave Egy pt, Pharoah made them work harder. The
people now had to gather straw for the bricks tha they weremaking. They aso had to continue
to make the same number of bricks. Here we seethat Pharoah wanted to make the people work
so hard that they did nat even havetimeto tak to each other. Thepegplehad to go dl over the
land of Egypt in order to find straw. As aresult, it became impossible to make as many bricks.
22. Read Exodus 5:1-23 and write what the Egy ptian taskmagers did tothe leaders of the
children of Isradl.

23. Explain why Pharoah choseto show his rebellion against God by making the people work
harder.

24. Explain why this helpsyouto undergand the actions of people when they arein rebellion
against God.

When the leaders of Israel were beaten by the Egy ptians because they had not produced enough
bricks, they went to Pharoah and complained. Instead of listeningto the leaders of Israd,
Pharoah accused them of beinglazy. Hetold them that if they hadtimeto offer sacrifices to
God, they dso had timeto make the required amount of bricks even though they were required
to find their own draw. Theleaders of Isragl quickly saw tha Pharoah was not goingto give
them any rdlief so they |eft the house of Pharoah and went out of his house.

25. Read Exodus 5:1-23 and write who the leaders met as they left the house of Pharoah.

26. Explain why Pharoah refused to listen when the leaders of Israd told them that they could
not make the required amount of bricks.

27. Explan why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto redly listen if youwant to help
peopleinstead of make them fed like Pharoah madethe leaders of Israel feel.

Theleaders of Isradl were very angy when they met M oses and Aaron. They fet tha it was
thefault of M oses and Aaron tha they had been beaten. They said it looked like Pharoah was
about to kill them because of M oses. M oses knew that he needed help. We seethat M oses



knew who to ask for help when the leaders accused him of doing evil. M oses began to pray to
the Lord and ask the Lord why dl of these evil things were happening. M oses knew that the
Lord would give him an answer.

28. Read Exodus 5:1-23 and write the two questionsthat M oses asked the Lord.

29. Explain why the hopethat the leaders had received when they heard that God had
remembered them qui ckly turned to blame of M oses and Aaron whenthey suffered.

30. Explain what lessons you learn for your own life about why it is so easy to blame others
when you face problems.

The Lord immediately answered M oses and explained the reason why He had alowed these
things to happen. God had dlowed these things to happen sothat God could show Hispower.
God aso spoke of the specid relationship that He had with the children of Isradl. This specia
relationship was shown by the namethat He used. Thepeople had used the name God
Almighty many times which meant that God provided for their needs. However, God now
emphasized the name that meant that God had aspecia covenant rel aionship with Isragl.

31. Read Exodus 6:1-30 and write the name of God that thepeagple of Isragl had not previously
known.

32. Explain why it isimportant totrus God so tha He can complete His purposes even when
wedo not fully undersgand what is hgppening.

33. Explain why it isimportant as we grow as Christians that our pray ers move beyond just
prayer for our needs toprayer that will help usto better understand our reationship with God.

In His covenant with Abraham, God had promised to gvethe land of Canaan to the families of
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. Now God had seen the terrible condition of His pegplein Egypt.
As aresult, God was now ready to bring His people out of ther suffering and slavery to the
land that He had promised to gve them. When God makes apromise, we can be surethat He
will never forget it. God always kegps His Word. Thisiswhy we know that we can put our
faith in the promises tha God has madeto us. Godwill complete those promises exactly as He
has spokento us.

However, the pegple werefilled with
sorrow and did not even listen when M oses told them what God had said. God aso told M oses
to go back and spesk to Pharoah. That was avery difficult place for M oses and Aaron to go.
As Christians, we are sometimes sent right back to adifficult placeto pesk for Christ. Jud like
M ases, we can know that the Lord with be with us as we are obedient to Him.

We are dso gven the names of the men that were the leaders of each of thetribes of Isradl.

M oses came. M oses had been told to go and speak to Pharoah but he did not know what to
speak. M oseswas just told tha hewas to gpesk what the Lord told Him to pesk. Wewill
learn in our next lesson what the Lord told M oses to peak. However, as Christians we can
know that the Lord will give us the words to speak if wewill depend on Him instead of
ourseves. We havetheWord of God in the Bible and if we pray and ask the Lord to gve us
quidance, Hewill lead us to the passages that He wants us to share with others.

We completed our last lesson by seeingthat the Lord told M osesto go and spesak to Pharoah
again. Inour lessontoday, wewill seethat M oses peaksto Pharoah severd times. Each time
God told M osesto do certain things or to tell Pharoah certain things. Each time M oses was
obedient and the things that M oses had said would happen happened exactly as M oses had
spokenthem. Thisisared exampleof thefact that we can dwaystrug the Word of God. All
things will happen exactly as God has gpokenthem.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy.
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:
Explain what God told M ases about Pharoah.
Explain how God was workingwhen the water turned to blood.
Explain why the plague of frogs was the last miracle the Egy ptians could duplicate.

God said that M oses would become like a god to Pharoah because of the things that God would
do through him. Pharoah would look to him as a god because he could do miracles. However,
we will seetha the magicians of Pharoah could imitate some of those miracles through the
power of Satan. Thisiswhy many people can be deceived by the workers of Satan. When
peoplerefuseto believe in the true God, then they begin to look at other pegple as gods.
Because Aaron would be speaking the things that M oses told him to speak, Pharoah would fed
that Aaron wasthepraphet of M ases. Godtold M osesto tell Pharoah dl of the things that God
had told him. Today Godtells usthat the entire Bibleis profitable. That iswhy it isimportant
to teach the entire Bible and not just afew verses here and there.

1. Read Exodus 7:1-13 and write what God said He would do to the heart of Pharoah.

2. Explain why many peogple can be deceived by Satan when Satan gives his workers power to
do certain miracles.

3. BExplain why it isimportant for you toseek to do thewill of God instead of seeking power to
do miracles.

Some people usethese verses to try and say that man is not responsible for his sins because it
say sthat God hardened the heart of Pharoah. However, weread that Pharoah hardened his own
heart severa times before God began hardening his heart. Scriptureteaches that every person is
responsiblefor his or her own sins. God said tha Pharoah would not listentoM oses. Then
God said that Hewould use His armies to judge Egypt. The armies of God included such
things as frogs, lice, flies and locusts. Here we seethat God has power over dl things and can
use them to complete His purposes.

4. Read Exodus 7:1-13 and writewhat God said the Egy ptians would know by the time God
finished sending His plagues on them.

5. BExplain why people harden their own hearts many times before God ever starts hardening
their hearts.

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We dso seethat M oses and Aaron were old men when they were called to lead Israel for the
Lord. M oseswas eighty years old and Aaron was e ghty-threeyears old. Today there are some
Christians who say tha they aretoo old toservethe Lord. Here God shows usthat noperson is
too old to servetheLord. AslongasaChristianisdive, that Lord can usehim aslongas heis
willingto yield the control of hislifeto the Lord so that the Lord can work through him. The
only thingthat keeps the Lord from usinga Christian to carry out thework of the Lord is
unwillingness to be obedient to the Lord.

God toldM oses and Aaronto go and show their first sign to Pharoah. When M oses and Aaron
werein front of Pharoah, Aaron threw his rod (waking stick) on the ground. Then the rod
became asnake. Pharoah wanted to provethat he did not recognize the power of God. Pharoah
cdled his magicians to come and also make their rods become snakes. The magcians probably
had some form of drugthat would paralyze a snake until it was thrown against the ground. Asa
result, the mag cians were able to imitate the miracl e of Aaron and make their rods become
snakes. However, God still showed Hispower.

11. Explain why the Lord alowed the magicians of Pharoah to imitate the first miracle of
Aaron.

12. Explain why M ases and Aaron show youthat it isimportant to do exactly what God say's
even when others rgect what you say.

Pharoah refused to listen to M oses and Aaron and sothey Ieft his house. Then the Lord spoke
toM oses andtold him to gpeak to Pharoah again the next morning. This time M oseswas to
speak to Pharoah when Pharoah was down by theriver. Again M oses was totell Pharoah that
God had said that the children of Israel wereto be allowed to go out into the wilderness so that
they could offer asacrificeto God. The Lord also warned M oses and Aaronthat Pharoah
would refuseto listen tothem this time as well. When Pharoah refused to listen, Aaron was to
strike the river with his rod while Pharoah wat ched.

13. Read Exodus 7:14-25 and write what God said would happento the waers of theriver
when Aaron struck the river with his rod.

14. Explain why the Lord warned M oses and Aaron in advance that Pharoah would refuseto
listen to them.

M oses and Aaron did exactly as the Lord had commanded them to do. When Aaron struck the
river with hisrod, dl of thewater in theriver turned to blood. This included thewater in the
streams, lakes and pools as well asthewater in theriver. When thewater in theriver turned to
blood, dl of thefishintheriver died. Soon therewas aterrible smdl that filled the entireland.
It was dso impossible for the peopleto drink the water in theriver. Therewas blood
throughout theland of Egypt.
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16. Read Exodus 7:14-25 and write what the magicians of Egypt did then.

17. Explain why the Lord alowed each plague to be alittle more serious than the previous
plague.

18. Explain how you think thepeople of Egypt felt whenthey saw tha theriver, the lakes and
the streams had al been turned to blood.

Here we seethat the Egy ptian magicians were aso ableto turn water into blood. However, tha
should have been easy for any good magcian. Theland was filled with blood. As aresult, the
Egy ptians could probably only find asmall bowl of water. If agood mag cian today can pull a
rabbit out of ahat by slight of hand, the magicians in that day should have been change a bowl
of water into abow! of blood by aslight of hand trick. That is quite different from turning an
entireriver into blood. Soon we will see some miracles that the mag cians could not duplicate.
19. Read Exodus 7:14-25 and write what the pegple of Egypt hadto do to get water.

20. Explain why youthink the Lord alowed the mag cians to duplicate this particular miracle
of M ases and Aaron.

21. Explain why it isimportart to realize that God will work through the unusud things that
happen to get the attention of people.

After theriver had been blood for seven days, God caused the blood in the river to become
water again. Then God told M osesto go and spesk to Pharoah again. This time M oseswas to
gve Pharoah a choice. Pharoah was gven the choiceto either | et the people of Isradl go out
into the desert to worship God or God would fill the land with frogs. God promised that these
frogs would be everywhere. God said that the frogs would even get into the houses, the beds,
the ovens and the bread pans.

22. Read Exodus 8:1-15 and write what Aaron was told to doto cause the frogs to comeforth.
23. Explain why God wanted Pharoah to know in advance what would happen if he madethe
choiceto refuseto let the people go worship God.

24. Explain why it importart for you and meto explain to peopletheir choices and their
consequences if wewant them to redly begn to think.

When Aaron stretched out his hand with his rod, the land was filled with frogs. The magcians
were aso ableto produce frogs. However, this was the last miracle that the mag cians were
ableto duplicate. Therewere no magical tricks that the magicians could use to duplicatethe
remainingmiracles. After Pharoah saw al of the frogs, he cdled for M oses and Aaron and
promised them that he would alow the children of Isradl to go to the wilderness to worship God
if M oseswould just get rid of thefrogs. Then M oses told Pharoah to set the time and God
would removethefrogs at that time,

When M oses had finished talking to Pharoah, he went and prayed tothe Lord. In his prayer,

M oses asked the Lord to remove thefrogs in Egypt the next day. The Lord answered his pray er
and the next day the Lord caused dl of thefrogs to die except for those frogs that werein the
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river. Therewere so many dead frogs that thepeople gathered the dead frogs together into
large piles. Then therewas aterrible smell that filled the whole land because of the dead frogs.
When Pharoah saw that dl of the frogs were gone, he hardened his heart and refused to let the
children of Isradl go out into the wilderness to worship God.

28. Read Exodus 8:1-15 and writewho had already predicted that Pharoah would harden his
heart.

29. Explain what this teaches us about the reason why Pharoah hardened his heart.

30. Explain why youthink many people are like Pharoah and harden their hearts after they get
out of trouble.

When Pharoah refused to let the people go again, the Lord told Aaron to stretch out his hand
again. ThistimetheLord covered theland with lice. Theentireland wasfilled withlice. Then
Pharoah called for his magcians and asked them to produce lice. However, the mag cians were
not ableto producelice. Thistimethey findly admitted tha God had caused the lice and said
that it was impossible for them to duplicate thelice. Again Pharoah hardened his heart and
refused to listen to either M oses or the mag cians when they said this wasthe finger of God.

31. Read Exodus 8:16-32 and writewhat God said would come up and cover theland next if
Pharoah did not let the peaple go.

32. Explain why the magicians finally admitted that this wasthe work of God when they were
unable to duplicate this miracle.

33. Explain why youthink that even the magcians were forced to recognize that thepower of
God is greater than the power of Satan.

God said that the next plague Hewould bringwould beto fill theland with flies if Pharoah
refused to let the children of Isradl go to the wilderness to worship Him. However, God sad
that there would be one thing different about this plague. Theflies would not bein the part of
the land wherethe children of Israd lived. They would only bein the areas wherethe
Egyptians lived. God wanted to show Pharoah tha He was ableto protect Hispeople at the
sametimethat Hewas judgngthose who were makingit difficult for His pegple. God knows
thosetha He has chosen and Heis ableto protect them. Today God ill is ableto protect us
from harm and danger when we need to be protected from the evil men around us.

35. Explain why it isimportant to redlize that God chose to make adistinction between the
people of Israel and the people of Egypt for therest of theplagues.

This timewe seethat Pharoah tried to conpromise. Thisis the samethingthat the devil triesto
get Christians to do today. Pharoah agreed that it was all right for the people toworship God as
long asthey gayed intheland. Thefirst thingtha Satan does when aperson becomes a
Christianisto try and get that personto continueto livein sin. Satan knows that a Christian
that is livinglike he lived before he became a Christian will never be an effective witness for
Christ. Satan will dways try to make Christians fed that it is dl right to continueto livein sin.
37. Read Exodus 8:16-32 and writewhat M oses answered Pharoah when hetried to get M oses
to compromise.

When M oses refused the firg compromise, Pharoah offered a second compromise. He sad it
was dl right to go and worship God as long as the people did not go very far. When the devil
redizes that a Christian wantsto let Christ change his life, the devil triesto tdl that Christian
that he should not change too much or peoplewill think that heis odd. Againthisis
compromise with Satan instead of complete dedication to the Lord. M oses warned Pharoah that
he would not compromise. ThenM oses said tha hewould pray and ask the Lord to remove the
fliesthe next day.

Lesson 4
Exodus 9:1-10:29

In our last lesson we saw tha God sert severa plagues on theland of Egypt in order to cause
Pharoah to let thepeople of Isradl leavetheland of Egypt. Theplagues that we studied in our
last lesson are the kind of plagues that bother people but do nat hurt them. Today we will see
that God started sending plagues that had amuch greater impact. These plagues began to affect
the cattle, theland, and the crops of the pegple of Egypt. However, we will seethat these
plagues still did not cause Pharoah to let the people go out into the wilderness toworship God.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy.
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:
Explain what God did to the cattle of the Egy ptians.
Explain what God did to the land of Egy pt through the plagues.

The Lord spoketo M oses andtold him to go and speak to Pharoah again. M oses wasto tdl
Pharoah that God had commanded His peopleto go and serve Him. M oses was aso told wha
to tell Pharoah if Pharoah refused again to let the people of Israel go. The Lord said that He
was goingto bringavery great plague on the cattle and other animals of Egypt if Pharoah
refused to let Isragl go and worship God. God aso said tha thisplague would have adifferent
effect for the pegple of Isradl than it did for the Egy ptians.

1. Read Exodus 9:1-12 and writewhat God said would happento the cattle of Israd at the
sametimethat many of the cattle of Egypt weredying.

2. BExplain why the Lord was starting to make each plague a greater judgment than theprevious
plague.

3. BExplain why youthink that many peopletoday refuseto ligen to God even when they are
going through difficult times.

Herewe seethat God was making aseparation between the cattle of Egypt and the caitle of
Israel. God wanted to show Pharoah that these plagues came from God. Pharoah was forced to
redizethat God pratectsthosethat He chooses as well as destroying those who rebd against
Him. M osestold Pharoah that his cattle would be destroyed the next day if he did not let the
children of Israd go. Pharoah refused to let the pegple go and many of the cattle of Egypt died
thenext day just as God had promised. This reminds us tha the Lord dways carries out His
Word.

4. Read Exodus 9:1-12 and write what happened tothe heart of Pharoah when he saw that God
had protectedthe flocks of Isradl.

5. BExplain why God waited until thisplague to make adifference between the people of Egy pt
and the people of Israd.

Pharoah red ly fet the next plague but he still refused to let the people of Isragl go out into the
wilderness to worship God. Inthe next plague, the people and the remaining ani mas of Egypt
weredl covered with boils. These boilswerevery panful. Infact the boils were so painful
that the magicians of Egy pt could not even stand in front of Pharoah because the pain of the
boils made it impossible for the magicians to stand. Sill Pharoah hardened his heart and
refused to let thepeople of Isragl go out into the wilderness to worship God.

7. Read Exodus 9:1-12 and writewhat M osesscattered in front of Pharoah before the boils
began to appear on the people and animals.

8. Explain how God used this plagueto begn to bringpersona judgment on Pharoah and his
hard heart.

Egy pt had been one of the most powerful nations in the world at that period of world history.
However, these plagues were quickly destroyingthat power. Now God warned Pharoah that He
was goingto send additiona plagues on Pharoah and the land if Pharoah refused to let the
Isradlites go. Infact God sad that people throughout the earth would know of thepower of
God because of what God was goingto do to Egypt. However, Pharoah was proud and would
not let the Isradites go so that they could worship God and offer sacrifices to Him.

10. Read Exodus 9:13-35 and write what God said He would send the next day if Pharoah
refused to let thepeople of Isragl go.

11. Explain why God said that He was goingto use the judgment of Egypt to let people
throughout the earth know the power of God.

God said that this hail would be so largethat it would kill any animas or peoplethat it hit. This
timein addition to Pharoah, a| of the people of Egy pt were gven a choice. The people of
Egypt werewarned to get their servants and their cattle inside or under cover so that they would
not bekilled by the hail. Those Egyptians who believed the warning of God protected ther
servants and cattle. Those Egyptians who did nat believe the Word of God Ieft their servants
and cattlein the fidlds where they werekilled by the hail. Those hallstones aso did great
damage to the crops of the Egyptians.

13. Read Exodus 9:13-35 and write what went alongthe ground in addition to the thunder and
hail in the sky.

14. Explain how this plague gave the people of Egy pt the choiceto listen to God or the choice
to rgect what God sad.

15. Explain why this judgment reminds you tha God aso gves you choices in your own life.

Herewe seethat firewas mixed with the hal. Thisfirealso did great damage. The crops and
the trees were destroy ed dongwith any people or animals that remained in the field. However,
theland of Goshen wherethe people of Israd lived did not receive any hall at dl. Instead the
land of Goshen and everyonelivingin that areawere protected by God. Pharoah quickly called
for M oses and Aaron when he saw what the hail was doingto theland of Egypt. Pharoah said
that hewould let the children of Isradl go if M oses would stop the hail. However M oses knew
that Pharoah would not kegp his word once theplague of hail was stopped.

16. Read Exodus 9:13-35 and write when M oses said that the thunder and hail would cease.
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17. Explain why God wanted thepeagple of Egypt to recognizetha He had pratected Hispeople
in theland of Goshen.

18. Explain why you recognize that God is the only Onetha can providetrueprotectionto
anyone.

When M oses and Aaron went out of the city, the thunder and hail stopped exactly asM oses had
promised. Pharoah aso followed the same pattern that he had followed each time the previous
plagues had stopped. We seethat Pharoah broke his promise and refused to alow the pegple of
Israel to leavetheland of Egypt. Today many pegple arejust like Pharoah. When they arein a
dangerous place or when someone is very sick, they make many promises to God. However, as
soon as things are normal again, they immediately forget al of the promises that they madeto
God.

19. Read Exodus 9:13-35 and write what M osestold Pharoah was true about the heart of
Pharoah and his servants.

20. Explain why youthink that many peopleforget their promises to God very quickly when the
problemis pad.

21. Explain how it has affected either you persondly or esefamily or friends when they did nat
keep their promisesto God.

The Lord sent M oses and Aaron back to Pharoah again. This timethey weretold to ask
Pharoah how long it would be until hewas ready to humble himsef before God. God said that
if Pharoah would not let the people of Isradl go that he would send a plague of locusts on the
land of Egypt. Locusts areinsectsthat eat any kind of plant. God said that if Pharoah refused
to let thepeople go that He would send so many locuststhat it would be impossibleto even see
the earth. Those locusts would completely destroy any trees or plantsthat had been left by the
hail.

22. Read Exodus 10:1-20 and writewhat M oses said the locusts would doto the houses of the
Egy ptians.

23. Explain why thispassage shows that the red problem of Pharoah was pridein his heart.
24. Explain why it isimportant for you in your own lifeto learn to live in humbleness before
the Lord.

As soon as M oses eft, the servants of Pharoah started totak to him. They asked him how long
it would be until he alowed the people of Isradl to go out into the wilderness to worship God.
They informed Pharoah that the land of Egy pt was being completely destroy ed because Pharoah
had such ahard heart. Herewe seethat even the servants of Pharoah were turning against him.
Pharoah then called M oses and Aaron back to him and tried to make one more compromise
with them. He asked M oses whowould be goingto serve God. M oses replied that it would be
al of thepeopleplus dl of their herds. No onewould be left behind.

Here we see another one of thetricks that Satan uses many timestoday. Satan saystha it is
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fineif the parents want to servethe Lord. However, Satan triesto get theparentsto gvetheir
children an opportunity to livein theworld instead of livingfor the Lord. He does this in many
different ways. Some parentspushtheir children to be successful in school and in the world.
Othersthink only of their own piritua needs and not the needs of their children. This often
leads to the neg ect of aconcern for spiritua life and spiritua growth for the children. Pharoah
sad it was finefor the parentsto go and servethe Lord as longas they |eft their childrenin
Egypt. Satanis gill doingthe samethingtoday. Hesaysit isfinefor Christiansto servethe
Lord as longas they only encourage ther children to be asuccess in theworld.

28. Read Exodus 10:1-20 and writewhat Pharoah said when M oses and Aaron said that they
would take everyone.

29. Explain what these verses teach about the way that Satan tries to get peopleto compromise.
30. Explain why it isimportant toyouto have agreat concern for the spiritua development of
your own family.

M oses refused to compromise with Pharoah. They Moses did as God had said. God sent great
swarms of locusts ontheland of Egypt. Thelocusts were sothick when they camethat they
completely blocked thelignt of the sun and the land became dark. Then thelocusts quickly ate
everythingin theland that was green. This included thetrees, the grass, the bushes and dl of
the other plants. Pharoah quickly caled for M oses again. Pharoah said that he had sinned
against God and against the people of Isragl. He said that he wanted to be forgven.

32. Explain how Pharoah illustrates the fact that some people can have f dse repentance when
they are suffering.

As usud, Pharoah refused to let thepeople go when he saw that the locusts were gone. Then
God sent gill another plague. This time God sent avery great darkness. This darkness was so
great that it could befdt. It wasso dark that the Egy ptians could not even see each other. It
was so dark that none of the Egy ptians could go anywhere. They would never have been able
to find their way. However, God again made a difference between the Egy ptians and the
Isradites.

34. Read Exodus 10:21-29 and write what the I sraglites had while the Egy ptians were sitting in
darkness.

35. Explain why those who reject the Word of God are actually wakingin spiritua darkness
just as Pharoah had to walk in physica darkness.

The darkness redly caused Pharoah to think. He called for M oses and tried to make one more
compromise. He said that the children of Isragl could go and worship the Lord if they would
leave their cattle and flocksin Egypt. Thisis adso acompromisetha Satan triesto get usto
make. Satan wants us to leave our possessions in the world ingead of using our possessions for
thework of the Lord. Today we need to follow the example of M oses. It should be our desire
to usedl of our possessions for the Lord and not just leave them for theworld. We can know
that if Satan cannot get us to compromisein any other way tha hewill try to get Christians to
leave the use of our possessionsto the world.

M oses refused to compromisein any way with Pharoah. Hetold Pharoah that Israg was not
goingto leave asingle cow or sheep in the land of Egypt when they went to worship God.
However, the Lord hardened the heart of Pharoah. Hetold M osesto leave and not come back
to him. Hesad that he never wanted to seeM oses again. Pharoah had hardened his own heart
many times and now God was aso hardening his heart.

Exodus 11:1-12:51

In our last two lessons we have learned about severa plagues that God brought on the land of
Egypt in order to cause Pharoah to alow thepeople of Isradl to leave Egypt. Thefirg group of
plagues was things that bothered thepeople of Egypt but did not hurt them. The second group
of plagues destroyed the cattle and the crops of the people of Egypt. Tha destrudion was much
greater. However, in our lesson today, we will learn about thefina plague that happened in the
land of Egypt. Tha wasthe death of the oldest child in each family and thisparticular plague
would dramatically affect every Egyptian family.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guide you in your sudy .
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:

Explain what God said He was goingto do to the Egyptians.

Explain why dl of the people of Israd wereto sacrifice alamb.

Explain the meaning of the Passover.

Explain how the Lord brought the people of Isradl out of the land of Egypt.

In our last lesson, Pharoah told M osesthat he would kill M oses if M ases came to him again.

M oses answered that he would nat come again. After M oses left Pharoah, God spoketo M oses.
God sad that Hewould bring one more plague on theland of Egypt. Tha plague would cause
Pharoah to let thepeoplego. Infact the Egy ptians would urgethe Israglitesto leave. They
would even gvethem jewery to get rid of them. God said that as thepeople were leavingthat
they wereto ask the Egyptians for jewdry of silver and gold. Inthisway God was goingto
gveHis peopleat least asmall wagefor their many years of slavery in Egy pt.

1. Read Exodus 11:1-10 and writewhat God promised to gvethe Israglites when they made
this request of the Egy ptians.

2. BExplan why God choseto at least gvethe people of Israel some wages for their many years
of slavery through the jewdry of the Egyptians.

3. BExplain why youthink that mog of the Egy ptians were very thankful to hear tha thepeople
of Isradl wereleaving Egypt.

Wewill seethat the Egy ptians were gad to gvether jewery to the lsradlites because the

Egy ptians warted to seethe Isradites leave theland. The people of Egypt redized that God
was judgngthem even though Pharoah had not yet redized it. The Egyptians aso had
developed a great respect for M oses. Then the Lord told M oseswhat the find plague would be.
God said that He was goingto kill the oldest child of every family and animal in the entireland.
This would happento the family of Pharoah as well as to therest of the families of Egypt.

4. Read Exodus 11:1-10 and write what God said would be heard throughout the land of Egy pt
because of this plague.

5. Explain what caused the Egyptiansto develop agreat respect for M oses even though they
were experiencing the plagues.

Then God sad that He would make a diff erence between the Egy ptians and the I sradlites. This
plague would not touch the Isradites. God also said that Pharoah’s servantswould begthe
Israelites to leave theland of Egypt. However, we read that Pharoah did not listen tothe words
that God spoke through M ases and Aaron. Instead Pharoah hardened his heart. Pharoah gves
us ared picture of therebdlion of man against God. Herefused to turn from his rebelion.

7. Read Exodus 11:1-10 and writewhat M oseswas experiencing as he left Pharoah this time.
8. Explain why theIsradites weretold to ask the Egyptians for jewery of silver and gold as
they left Egypt.

After M oses and Aaron left Pharoah, God began to gvethem instructions for thepeople of
Israel asthey prepared to leave Egypt. God sad that the time when they left Egypt wasto be
the begnning of months for them. Then God said that they weretotake alamb and kill and eat
it. Every family wastotakealamb. Thislamb could comefrom the sheep or from the goats.
If afamily wastoosmadl to eat alamb, they wereto join together with another family and share
alamb together. Thelamb aso had to be acertain kind of lamb.

11. Explain why God sad that the timewhen Israd left Egy pt wasto be the begnning of
months for Isradl.

12. Explain why youthink that God told every family to eat the Passover lamb just before they
left Egypt.

Herewe seethat God wantedthe peopleto eat alamb that was without any blemishes. These
lambs were apicture of Christ. Christ was our perfect sacrifice. All of the Israelites wereto
Kill and eat this sacrifice on the fourteenth day of the month. The Israglites wereto takethe
blood of this sacrifice and put it onthetop andthetwosides of the door. The reason for putting
this blood on thetgp andthe sides of the door wasto show that thepeople had ther trug inthe
promises of God. God promised tha the death angd would pass over dl of the houses that had
the blood on the door. The death angel would not destroy the oldest child in any of those
houses. However, every housetha did not have blood on the door would have the oldest child
killed when the death angd passed through the land.

13. Read Exodus 12:1-13 and write what God said this feast tha thepeople celebrated just
beforethey left Egypt would be caled.

14. Explain why God said that it was important that the Passover lamb did not have any
blemishes.

15. Explain how you think the Egy ptians felt when they saw the blood on thetop andtwo sides
of thedoor of every Isradite house after the Isradlites left Egypt.

This feast was called the Passover because the death angel passed over al of the houses that had
the blood in theright places on the door. We also read how thelamb was to be cooked and
eaten. It was to be eaten with unleavened bread and bitter herbs. The unleavened bread was to
show tha thepeaple had gotten rid of everythingthat corrupts or causes to oil. Thelamb was
to beroasted over thefire. Theentirelamb was to be cooked so that no bones would be broken.
The people wereto eat the entirelamb or ese burn whatever was left. They wereto eat the
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lamb with their shoes on their feet and their coats in their hands so that they would be prepared
to leave Egy pt as soon asthey received word to go.

16. Read Exodus 12:1-13 and write what the Lord said that He would do that night.

17. Explain how the Passover lamb gives us apicture of Christ.

18. Explain why youthink that God wanted the I sraglites to eat unleavened bread with ther
Passover medl.

God dso told the I sradlites that they wereto eet the Passover every year throughout their
history. Today the Jews Hill eat the Passover lamb each year. God dso said that they were not
to eat any bread with leaven in it for seven days. Thisseven day period without any leaven in
ther bread was dso athingthat was to be done every year throughout the higory of the Jews.
As Christians, we aso need atime when we examine our lives to make certain that we have
dlowed no sinto remain in our lives. Thisiswhy we aretold to examine our lives each time
before we eat communion.

20. Explain why God told the Isradlites tha they wereto cortinueto eat the Passover every year
throughout dl their future generations.

21. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto have aregular time of self
examination to make sureyou have confessed your sins.

God says tha those who alow sinto remain in their lives today may have sickness or even
death happentothem. Thisiswhy we need to examine our lives so that we do nat need to be
judged. After God had told M oses about the Passover, M oses caled the leaders of Isradl
together and explained theinstructions about the Passover to them sothat they could tell the
people. Thepegplewereto usehyssop toput the blood on the door. Hyssop is asmall bush and
it was the same bush tha was usedto gve vinegar to Christ as He hung on the cross.

22. Read Exodus 12:14-30 and write the places where the people were to put the blood on their
doors.

23. Explain why God told thepeoplethat they were to use a branch from ahy ssop bushto put
the blood on the top and two sides of their doors.

Herewe seethat the blood had to bein acertain place in order for the oldest child to be
protected. Today thereis only oneway that we can have eternd life. That is through the blood
of Christ. Pegple cannot cometo God intheir own ways. Instead every person must cometo
God through Christ. God aso gave thereason why thepeople of Isragl wereto havethe
Passover every year throughout their history. Thiswasto help their children remember how
God had pratected them. Today we aso have aresponsibility to continualy teach our children
so that they will never forget that Christ died for ther sins and was raised back to lifeto show
that the Father was saisfied with thepay ment tha Christ made for sin.

26. Explain why it was very inportart for the Israglites to follow the instructions of God and
not do things in their own ways.

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We see that when M oses had finished speaking to the leaders of the people of Isradl that they
went and told all of the pegple. Then dl of the people were obedient to the commandments of
God. Asaresult, dl of the families of Israd were protected when the desth angel when through
theland of Egypt. However, thefirst-born children of dl of the Egy ptians were killed. This
happened to every Egyptian family. No family wasprotected. It did not matter whether a
family wasrich or poor. They weredl judged because they had not met the requirement of
God.

28. Read Exodus 12:14-30 and write what Pharoah and the Egy ptians did when the oldest child
in each family died.

When Pharoah saw that his oldest child was killed, he quickly caled for M oses and Aaron.
Pharoah told M oses totake thepeople and their flocks and to get out of Egypt quickly. Theres
of the Egy ptians adso begged the lsradlitesto leave. The Egyptians dadly gavether jewelry to
thelsraditesin order to get them to leave quickly. The Egyptians redlized that they would all
be dead if the Israelites did not leave very soon. As aresult, they would ready to do whatever
was necessary to get the lsradlites to leave Egy pt quickly.

31. Read Exodus 12:31-51 and write how many men of Israel were apart of the group that went
out of the country of Egypt.

32. Explain why the Egy ptians were so eager to get rid of the Isradlites as quickly as possible.
33. Explain why youthink that God had to bring such a severe judgment on Egy pt before

In addition to the Isradlites, we read that a mixed multitude also went out of Egy pt with Isragl.
These were Egy ptians or ather foreigners that had seen the power of God. However, they had
not placed their trust in God. We will seethat this mixed multitude later crested problems for
the peopleof Israd. The peopleleft with dl of ther cattle and flocks. Because the peoplewere
forced to leave Egypt very quickly, they did not havetimetoprepare any bread. As aresult,
they prepared bread that had no yeas init. We dso read how longthe nation of Israd had lived
in theland of Egypt.

God aso reviewed the instructions about the way that the people were to celebrate the Passover.
Again God reminded the people that they wereto keep the Passover throughout their history as
areminder of theway tha God had brought them out of Egypt. God said that no foreigners or
hired servants wereto eat the Passover. Only those servantsthat had been circumcised
accordingto the commandment of God wereto be dlowed to sharein the Passover. They were
aso reminded that they were not to break asingle bone of the Passover lamb.

God made one provision for the stranger or foreigner that lived amongthe people of Isragl so
that granger could eat the Passover. Any sranger or forei gner that was circumcised according
to the commandment of God was to be alowed to sharein the Passover. Here we see apicture
of the kindness and love of God. Hewill allow al those who are obedient to His commands to
sharein His blessings. We can aso enjoy the blessings of the Lord if wearewillingto be
obedient to Him and do His will.

Lesson 6
Exodus 13:1-15:27

In our last lesson we learned about theway tha God caused Pharoah to alow the people of
Israel to leavetheland of Egypt. However, Pharoah suddenly realized that he had alowed his
slaves to leave the land and he would have no one to do the work that they had been doingfor
him. Again Pharoah changed his mind and decided that he would not dlow the Isradites to
escape from him. Then Pharoah gathered his army and went after the Isradlites. Pharoah
thought that it would be easy to capturethe Isradites when he saw theway tha they had gone.
He saw that because of theway tha they had taken tha they had the Red Sea ahead of them and
mountains on both sides of them.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy .
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:

Explain why thefirst child of each family belonged to God.

Explain how Pharoah thought that he would recapturethe peaple of Isradl.

After thepeople of Israd left Egypt, God spoketo M oses andtold him that thepeople wereto
set gpart their first-born child for God because God had spared the life of therr first-born in
Egypt. Moses reminded the peoplethat each year they wereto remember thetimethat God had
brought them out of theland of Egypt. They wereto dothis by eating bread that had no y east
init for seven days. Thenthe seventh day was to be afeast to theLord. M oses dsotold the
peoplethat they wereto usethis feast to remind their children of theway that God brought
them out of theland of Egypt.

1. Read Exodus 13:1-22 and write what the Lord said that each of the people of Israel was to
havein his mouth.

2. BExplain why it was important for the Isradlites to set gpart their first-born child to the Lord.
3. Explain why youthink that M oses wasto emphasizetothe I sradites that they wereto teach
their children about the way that God had delivered them from Egy pt.

The people were to be continudly reminded of what God had done for them. With their mouths
there wereto constantly gpeak the Word of Godto their children. Today we aso need to be
speaking the Word of God to our families every day sothat the Word of God will become apart
of their lives. God aso told the peaple of Isradl that thefirst-born of al of ther flocks was to
be offered to the Lord. God did alow themto substitute alamb for thelarger animas. Thisisa
picture of thefact that God dso adlowed Christ to be our substitute and pay for our sin by
shedding His blood on the cross.

4. Read Exodus 13:1-22 and write what the people weretold to do for thefirg son in each of
their families.

5. BExplain why God wanted Isragl and now wants usto gpeak the Word of God every day to
our families.

6. Explain what lesson you think tha God wastryingto teach Isragl by dlowingthemto
substitute alamb for their larger animals.
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God told thepeagple of Isradl to redeem their first son for areason. God wanted thepeopleto
teach their children about God. Eachtimethey offered asacrifice, they wereto explainthe
purpose of that secrificeto their children. They wereto tel their children how God had brought
them out of Egypt. Herewe see an important lesson for our own lives. Throughout the day we
should be looking for opportunities to explain the Word of God to our children. Asweexplain
the Word of God, we have the opportunity to help our children learn to apply the Word of God
to ther daly lives.

7. Read Exodus 13:1-22 and write what way God did not lead the children of Isragl when they
left Egypt.

8. BExplain why God said that the Isradlites wereto look for every opportunity toteach their
children about God.

9. BExplain why youthink that it isimportant foryouto teach your children about what Chrigt
has done for them each day.

These verses teach us another important lesson. The way through theland of the Philistines
was the shortest andthe fastes way totheland of Canaan. However, the Isradlites needed a
time of preparation because they were not y et prepared to fight the Philistines. As aresult, God
led them through the desert so that He could prepare them to fight the Philistines. Sometimes
we cannot understand the way tha God is leadingus. However, we should redize that God has
apurposefor everythingthat He does. He knows wha is best for us.

11. Explain why it isimportant for usto be thankful tothe Lord for the way that He leads us
even though we may not undergand why He leads us the way tha He does.

When M oses left Egypt, hetook the bones of Josephwith him. One of thelast things that
Joseph said before He died was that God would certainly visit thepegple of Isragl and bring
them back to the land of Canaan. Joseph said that he wanted his bones carried back to the land
a that time. Hesaid this because he was looking forward to the fact that the Lord would fulfill
His promisesto Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. God also gave the people acloud to lead them
duringthe day and dso to protect them from the heat. At night this cloud would become a
pillar of firewhich gavethemlight asit guided them. Then God told M osesto lead the people
to aplacedown by the Red Sea. This meant that they had the seaon the east side and the
mountains on the north and south sides of them. God warted them there so tha Pharoah would
come after them.

13. Read Exodus 14:1-14 and writewhat God said Hewould do to the heart of Pharoah.

14. Explain why it was so important for Mosesto take the bones of Josephwith him when
Isradl left Egypt.

God still had to judge Pharoah persondly for his sins against the people of Isradl. When
Pharoah heard that the children of Israel had | eft Egy pt, he suddenly decided to go after them
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and bringthem back to be his slaves again. He immediately gathered his battle chariots and his
army together and went after the Israglites because he had heard that the Israglites were
surrounded on three sides by mountains and water. Pharoah was surethat they would not be
ableto escape from him and his armies because of the water and the mountains surrounding
them.

16. Read Exodus 14.:1-14 and write what the pegple did in their fear when they saw the armies
of Egypt coming after them,

17. Explain why God chose to judge Pharoah personaly and caused himto try and reclam his
former slaves.

These people had not y et learned that they could depend on the Lord to pratect them so they
werefilled with fear. Asaresult, they accused M oses of bringngthem out into the wilderness
so that they could bekilled. They said it would have been better for themto servethe

Egy ptiansthan to bekilled in the wilderness. M oses told them not to be afraid. Instead they
wereto watch and see how the Lord would pratect them from the Egy ptians. M oses told them
that their hearts could befilled with peace because the Lord would fight for them.

19. Read Exodus 14:1-14 and write what M oses said would happen tothe Egy ptians after that
day.

20. Explain what these verses teach about the fear that pegple develop when they look at their
problems instead of lookingto God to solve the problems.

The Lord dso told M oses to start moving instead of just standingthere. Today many Christians
arenot beingused by the Lord because they sand when the Lord is calingthem to serve. God
gVves us the opportunity to serve Him but we mus make the choiceto begn doingwhat the
Lordisleadingusto do. Aswebegn moving in obedienceto the Lord, Hewill guide us step
by ¢ aswearemoving God told M oses tostreéch out his rod over thesea. God promised to
divide thewater and make aroad through the sea so that thepeople could wak through on dry
gound. God sometimes brings us to adifficult situation sothat He can show usHispower.
God aso said that He would destroy the Egy ptians in the seawhen they tried to follow the
Isradlites.

22. Read Exodus 14:15-31 and write what happened tothe cloud that had been standingin front
of Isradl.

23. Explain why it was important for M oses to begin leading Isradl toward the Red Seaeven
before God had created away through the sea.

24. Explain why it isimportant for you in your own lifeto move forward by faith and trus God
to lead you day by day.

On the side of the cloud facingthe Isragl ites, this was apillar of light so that the Israglites could
seeto move duringthe night. On the Egyptian side of the cloud there was complete darkness so
that it was impossible for the Egy ptiansto do anything. God sent astrong east wind to move
thewater back and cause the ground to becomedry. Asaresult, thepeople of Isradl went
through the seaon dry ground. The next morning God removed the cloud so that the Egy ptians
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could seethat the pegple of Isragl had escaped through the sea. However, Pharoah was still
determined to capture the Israglites and bring them back to be his slaves.

26. Explain why God chose to make one side of the cloud light for the Isradites and the other
sidetota darkness for the Egy ptians.

God waited until the Egy ptians werein the middle of the sea. Then God caused the whedls to
fal off the chariots of the Egy ptians. Suddenly the Egy ptians redized that God was fighting for
Israel. They decided to run and escape. However, it wastoo late. The Isradites had reached
the other side. Then Godtold M osesto sretch out hisrod overthesea. Thewaters quickly
returned and covered the army of Egy pt and their chariots. The entirearmy of Pharoah was
destroyed in theseathat day. All that the Isradlites saw were the dead bodies that washed up on
the shore.

30. Explain why Pharoah is an example of many peopletoday that will wait until it istoo lateto
escape eternd judgment.

When the people of Israel saw what God had donetothe Egy ptians thepeagple recognized that
God was the Onethat had protectedthem. They aso recognized that M oses wasthe servant of
God. ThenM oses andthe pegple sang a song of rgoicing because of theway that the Lord had
gven them victory over their enemies. The songpoints out the fact that God isthe Onetha is
our strength and song. Heistheonly Onethat can gveus savation. They redized that it was
the Lord that destroyed the army and the chariots of Pharoah. They redized that Godwas able
to do al of these things because of His great power.

32. Explain why Isragl choseto sing asong of reoicingfor what God had done for them after
they had escaped from the Egyptians.

The Egy ptians thought tha they would be able to follow the Isradlites through the seaand gain
what they wanted. However, God used Hispower to bringthe water back into its place and
destroy the Egyptians. Since God is ableto do such things to the enemies of His people, there
areno fase gods that can comparein any way tothetrue and living God. No fase god can hurt
the peoplethat havetheir trust in God. God did all of these things usingonly the outsretched
hand of M oses. God is aso the Onewho guides and leads His people.

God was the One who had the power to bringthe people of Israd into the
land that He had promised to gvethem. God would give His peoplevictory over dl of ther
enemies. In addition, the Lord is the Onethat will rule over all things forever.

For three
day sthey traveled without findingany water. Finally they cameto aplace called M arah which
means bitter water. Thewater wasso bitter that thepeople could not drink it. Thenthe people
began complaining about the leadership of M oses. Mosesprayed tothe Lord and God showed
M oses atreethat would makethewater sweet. When they threw thetreeinto the waer, the
water became sweet and the people were ableto drink the water. M oses reminded the peopleto
listen closdly to what God said and to do what He told them to do.

Lesson 7
Exodus 16:1-18:27

Asthepeopleof Israd left Egypt and began their journey toward the land that God had
promised tothem, they faced other problems. Asthey sarted acrossthe desert, they beganto
complain about thelack of food and water. God showed His mercy to them over and over by
providingwhat they needed. We will learn how God supplied mannafor food. Then wewill
learn how God supplied water for thepeople as they traveled through the desert. Asthepeople
traveled through the desert, they met the people of Amaek. The people of Amaek tried to
destroy the Israglites but God provided His pratection tothepeople of Israd.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guide you in your sudy .
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:

Explain how God choseto supply food for Isradl.

Explain the importance of the Sabbath to Israd.

Explain how God supplied water for Isradl.

Explain the suggestion that Jethro madeto M oses.

Asthepempletraveed into the desert, they soon ran out of food. Then they al began to
complain and spesk against M oses and Aaron. We will seethat thepeople complained many
times about the leadership of M oses. Thiswas duetothefact tha they faled to learnto put
their trugt inthe Lord. Thepeoplesaid that it would have been better for them to have died in
Egypt wherethey had foodthan to die from hunger out in the desert. They said tha M oses had
brought them out into the wilderness to kill them with hunger. Here we seethat people will
complain when they do not trug the Lord.

1. Read Exodus 16:1-22 and writewhat God said He would rain from heaven to satisfy their
hunger.

2. BExplain why we should not be surprised when peoplethat do nat havether trug in the Lord
begin to complain.

3. BExplain why it isimportart in your own lifeto trus the Lord when y ou face problems rather
than complaining.

Here we see awonderful example of thefact that God is ableto supply every need. God was
goingto provide them with bread from heaven for food throughout thetimethat they werein
thedesert. God said tha thepeople wereto gather only enough of this bread for one day except
on the sixth day when they wereto gather enough food for two days. God sad that this bread
from heaven would be on the ground every morning. In addition, God dso said that He would
send smdl birds cdled quail for the peoplein the evening so that they could aso have mesat to
eat. God made these promises and then God did exactly as He had promised.

4. Read Exodus 16:1-22 and write what the people call ed the bread from heaven.

5. BExplain why God told thepegplethat they were only to gather enough food for one day
except on the sixth day.

6. Explain why it isimportant for you inyour lifeto learn to trust the Lord to supply your
needs each day .
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M annais aword tha means, “What isit?” Thepeopledid not know what to cdl this bread
from heaven because they had never seen anythinglike it. The peopleweretold that they were
not totry and keep the manna until the next day except on the sixth day. Some of the peaple
were afraid that there might not be any mannathe next day so they gathered more than they
could use. Thenext morningthe extramannathat they had gathered was fill ed with worms and
had aterrible smell. Herewe see again that part of thepeople did not havered faith and trust
in the promises of God. They were makingtheir own plans to provide food for themselves.
Today there are aso many Christians that fail to havered faith in the promises of God.

7. Read Exodus 16:1-22 and write how much the people weretold to gather on the sixth day .

8. BExplain why youthink that peoplefailed to believe God and place ther trust in the promises
of God.

9. BExplain why it isimportart in your lifeto dgpend on thepromises of God instead of
depending on your own strength.

We dso read that thepeople wereto gather the mannaearly in the morning because the manna
would melt as soon as the sun came up. God again reminded the peopletha they wereto
gether enough on the sixth day to provide them with food onthe seventh day. God warned the
peoplethat there would be no manna on the seventh day and that thepeople would be hungy if
they did nat gather extramannaon thesixth day. Thepeopleweretold not to do any work on
the Sabbath (seventh day of the week) becauseit wasto beaday of res and worship of the
Lord. Themannathat was gathered on the sixth day did not becomefilled with worms or begin
to smell when it was kept until the seventh day. Ingead it was jug as fresh asif it had been
gethered on the seventh day .

10. Read Exodus 16:23-36 and write what the people who went out to gather mannaon the
seventh day found.

11. Explain why al people need to take aday of rest from their work each week to renew
themselves spiritudly.

12. Explain why youthink that the extramannawould not breed worms on the sixth day but
would breed worms any other day .

Here we see again that some of the pegple were not willingto obey the commandments of the
Lord. They had been instructed to gather enough mannafor two days. They had aso been told
to rest onthe seventh day. We seethat some of thepeoplerefused to listen. Today we still
have peoplethat refuseto listen tothe commandments of God. They think tha they can do
what they want and that no one can stgp them. However, we know tha God isin control of all
things and will one day judge thosewho areliving in rebellion against Him. We aso read that
the mannalooked like acoriander seed (asmal gray-white seed).

14. Explain why many peopleincludingmany Christians refuseto listento and obey the
commandments of God.

15. Explain why you need to redize each day the importance of askingthe Lord to gveyou the
strength to obey His commandments.

The Lord aso commanded M oses to gather apat of mannaand keep it so that the children in
the future would be able to know what the mannawas like. Herewe seethat God wanted
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everythingthat thepeoplelsrad did to be somethingthat would help thepeaple teach their
families about God. We seethat God wanted thepeagple to teach their children that God was
ableto supply their needs. God did supply their needs for the entire forty years that thepeople
werein thedesert. Inthe sameway we can look to the Lord to supply our needs throughout our
lives aswetrust in Him.

16. Read Exodus 16:23-36 and write when God stopped supply ing the manna because it was no
longer needed.

17. Explain what these verses teach about the fact that God will supply our needs.

18. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto learn to trust the Lord to supply your
daily needs.

Asthepeopleof Israd traveled on their journey through the desert, they cameto aplacecaled
Rephidim. Therethe pegple had no water. Again they startedto complaintoM oses. Again the
peaple accused M oses of leadingthem out into the desert to kill them. M osestold thepeople
that they weretestingthe paience of the Lord by failingto trust thepromise that God would
supply their needs. Then M oses began to pray tothe Lord and ask Him what to do. M oses
knew that he needed the help of the Lord because the people wereready to stone him.

19. Read Exodus 17:1-16 and writewhat M oseswas toldto do totherock in Horeb.

20. Explain why youthink that thepeople were so quick to accuse M oses of leading them out
into the wilderness to kill them.

Herewe seethat God performed another miracle that shows Hispower. As soon asM oses
struck therock, water began pouring from therock. Infact alarge amount of water began to
pour from therock. Enough water was coming from the rock to supply dl of the Isradlites plus
their cattle, sheep and other animas. The supply of God is never limited. God dway s has more
than enough to supply the needs of Hispeagple. Our only problem is the same problem that the
Isradlites had. M any times we have alack of faith that God will supply our needs.

The people of Amalek were descendents from part of the family of Esau. Herewe seethat they
cameto fight against Isragl. Then M oses gopointed Joshuato choose men to go and fight
against Amalek. M oses said that he would go and stand on top of the hill with therod of God
in hishand. Thenext day Aaron and Hur went up the hill with M oses sothat they could watch
the battle. When the battle garted, the army of Isragl won as long as M oses held hisarms up in
thear. However, as soon as M oses let his arms down, Amaek began to win. We seethat the
hands of M oses had to be up for Isragl to win.

26. Explain why God choseto gvelsrael victory aslongas M oses held up his handstoward the
Lord.

27. Explain why youthink that the Lord was only gving Israd victory when M oses was
holding up his hands.
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The hands of M oses became very heavy as he continued to hold themin thear. Then M oses
sat down on arock and Aaron and Hur held hisarms. They hdd his hands steady urtil the sun
went down. Asaresult, thearmy of Israel won agreset victory over thearmy of Amaek.
Because Amalek had come and fought against Isradl, God said that Amalek would be
completely destroyed sothat it would no longer remain as anation. God sad that He would
fight against Amalek from generation to generation.

28. Read Exodus 17:1-16 and writewhat M oses called the name of the dtar that he built after
theLord gavelsrad thevictory.

29. Explain what you learn about the nation of Amalek from these verses.

30. Explain what lessons you learn from the fact that M oses needed Aaron and Hur to be apart
of theteamin order for the Lord to gvelsrad victory.

Thefaher-in-law of M oses heard what God had done for the people of Israd. Then hecameto
meet M oses dongwith the wife and sons of M oses. We aready learned the name of Gershom,
the oldest son of M cses. Now we aretold that M oses had a second son. When M oses heard
that Jethro was coming, M oses went out to meet him and his family. Then M oses and Jethro
talked about the things that had happened while they were separated from each other. M oses
told how the Lord had given the people of Isragl victory over Pharoah.

31. Read Exodus 18:1-27 and write what Jethro did when he heard what the Lord had done for
Isradl.

32. Explain how hearingwhat God had donein Egy pt caused Jethroto grow in his faith and
understanding of God.

33. Explain why youthink that it was important for Jethroto hear how God had worked in
Egypt in order to strengthen his faith.

When Jethro heard d | that God had donefor Isragl, he said that he realized that God is the God
over dl gods. Today many peoplearelike Jethro. They haveredized that God ispowerful but
they havefaled toredizetha God has dl power. Theday after Jethro arrived a the camp of
Israel, M oses began judgngthe problems of the peoplejust as he had judged them each day
sincethey had left Egypt. Jethrowatched M oses judge the cases of the people throughout the
day. When M cses was done judgngthe peoplefor the day, Jethro asked him a question.

35. Explain why M oses fdt tha he had to do dl of thework of judgng the people from early
morning until evening.

36. Explain why youthink that many leaders try to do al of the work instead of training others
to sharethe work.

Here we see that M oses was making the same mistake that many Chrigian leaders maketoday .
He was doing all of the work himsdlf instead of trainingother men to sharethework. Asa
result, it was impassible for M oses to dothe work that he needed to do. Today every Chrigian
has been gven spiritua gfts so that each Christian can servethe Lord effectively. Christian
leaders are gven theresponsibility of trainingd| of the Christians to use those siritud gfts
instead of theleaders tryingto do everythingthemselves. Jethro told M osesthat he would soon
become ineffective as aleader if he did not begn to share the leadership with other people that
God had prepared to do tha work.

In verses 19-21 we seethat M oseswas gven five priorities for effective spiritua leadership.
Hewastopray for thepeople. Hewas toteach the Word of God. Hewas to show them by his
exampletheway towdk. Hewas to show them how to do thework. He was to share the work.
Jethro aso told M osesthe kind of men to chooseto sharein thework of theLord. They were
to be able men who feared the Lord. They were to be men who spokethe truth and did not
desireto satisfy themseves instead of doingwhat was right. M oses wastold toteach the Word
of God tothese men so that they would know what to do and how to judge. Herewe seeavery
important key in training leadership. We must teach them the Word of God instead of gving
them our own opinions.

41. Explain why thefive priorities gven to M oses are so important in the development of godly
spiritua leadership.

Lesson 8
Exodus 19:1-20:26

Today wewill learn about God gvingthelaw to thepeople of the nation of Israe. We will see
that the law had Ten Commandments that divide into two sections. Thefirst section of the law
discusses the rdationship of man to God. Inthefirst four commandments we see what God
required in order for peopleto have aright re aionship withHim. The second section of the
law discusses the reationship of peopleto ather people. Inthissection of the law we see six
things that we are not to do in our relationship with ather pegple. If weareright with God, then
our relationship with ather people will aso beright. However, if things are not right between
us and God, then things will not be right with other peaple.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy .
By thetimeyou completeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be able to:

Explain the covenant that God made with the nation of Isradl.

Explain what you learn about the holiness of God.

Explain what you learn about the relationship of man to God.

Thethird month after the peaple of Isragl had left Egypt, they reached adesert areacalled the
wilderness of Snai. In this wilderness was amountain caled M ount Horeb. It was near this
mountain that M oses had seen the burning bush. The pegple spent about ayear camped at the
foot of M ount Horeb. It was duringthis period that God gave the people of Isradl the Law.
God aso gave M osestheinstructions for building the tabernacl e of worship for Israg while

M ases was onM ourt Snai (Horeb). Wewill seethat this tabernacle was built before the
peopleleft M ount Horeb.

1. Read Exodus 19:1-25 and write what God said the people would beif they obeyed His voice
and kept His covenant.

2. BExplain why it was important for Isragl to spendthetime a M ount Horeb so tha the Lord
could gvethemthelaw.

God said that the pegple would be akingdom of priests for Him if they would obey His
commandments. This was apart of beingapeculiar treasure. When the people heard the Word
of the Lord, they said that they would do al that God had gpoken tothem. Herewe seethat
peoplethink that they can obey thelaw of God by their own efforts. God hadto show these
peoplethat their own efforts would fail because God is aholy God who expects perfect
obedience. In order to show thepeopletha Hewas holy, God said tha He would come and
speak to M oses.

4. Read Exodus 19:1-25 and write how God said He would cometo M oses.

5. Explain why the people thought tha they could obey the Word of the Lord through therr
own efforts.

6. Explanwhy youredizein your own lifethat you need to dgpend on the srength of the Lord
in order to have the power to obey Him.
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God sad that Hewould spesk to M oses onthe mountain in athick cloud. God also sad that
the people were not to come near the mountain because God is holy. God said that any person
or animal that touched the mountain would certainly die. God promised that He would come on
thethird day. On thethird morningthere was thunder and li ghtning on the mountain. At the
sametimeathick cloud appeared on the mountain. Therewas dso avoicelikethe sound of a
loud trumpet. Severd times in the Bible we read that the voice of God sounded like aloud
trumpd.

7. Read Exodus 19:1-25 and writewhat the people did when they heard the loud voice from the
mountain.

8. Explain why God showed Hispower to thepeople of Israd asthey gathered at the bottom of
the mountain.

9. BExplain why it isimportant in your own lifeto realizethat God is the Onethat has dl power.

When the loud voice spoke from the mountain, M oses led the people out of the camp to meet
God at the battom of the mountain. The mountain looked like a great furnace because of the
thick cloud on thetop of it. Thetrumpd and the voice of God becamelouder and louder. Then
God caled M oses up tothe mountain. Again God warned M oses to go and tell the people not
to touchthe mountain or esethey would die. Today we dso need to redizethat God is aholy
God. We should be aware of thefact that God can bring judgment on our physica bodies if we
livein sin and rebellion.

10. Read Exodus 19:1-25 and write what M oses did when Godtold him to go down and warn
the people not to touch the mountain.

11. Explain what you learn about the holiness of God from these verses.

12. Explain why youthink that it isimportant for every personto recognizethat God is aholy
God.

We go on to read the Ten Commandments. As we mentioned, these commandments divide into
two sections. Thefirst four commandments ded with the rdationship of manto God. Inthe
first commandment God told the people that they were not to have any other gods before Him.
Today welivein aday when pegple have many things that they serve. If any of thosethings
are more important than God, then those things have becomefase gods. The gods of many
peopletoday arepossessions, money, pleasure or some other thingthat is moreimportant to
them than God.

14. Explain why thefirst relationship that people must haveright is ther relationship to God.

We see in the second commandment that we are not to make any image which people might
begin to worship ingead of worshiping God. Some peoplethink tha thereis no harmin
making an image of what they think God looks like. However, once people make an image, it
is very easy forthem to begn to worship that image instead of worshipingthetrue God. M any
times their children will also begn to worship theimage. Inthis way the sins of theparents are
carried on for many generations. Scripturetells usthat the sins of theparents are often carried
on to thethird or fourth generation.
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16. Read Exodus 20:1-11 and write what God said in the third commandment about His name.
17. Explain why it is easy for peopleto begn to worship an object or imageinstead of
worshiping the true God.

18. Explain why it isimportant for you to undersand tha the sins of theparents are often
carried on to athird and fourth generation.

The Lord saysthat He will hold men quiltless if they use His namein awrongway. M any
people think nothing of using the name of God to curse others. Thefinad command of the
commandments that spesk of the relationship of man to God is the command to keep the
Sabbath day holy. Thisisthe only commandment of theten tha is not repeated in the New
Testament. Weaestill to haveaday of rest today. However, we have our day of rest on the
first day of theweek instead of the seventh day because Christ rose from the dead on thefirst
day of theweek.

19. Read Exodus 20:1-11 and write why God said that thepeople of Isragl wereto rest onthe
seventh day .

20. Explain what you learn from the commandments that gpesk of the relationship of man to
God.

21. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifethat y ou redize the importance of
havingaright rel aionship with God.

We go onto look a the commandments that spesk of the relationship of man to other men.
This section begins by speaking of theimportance of honoring parents. A proper repect for
God will cause peopleto have aproper respect for their parents. Only when we are obeyingthe
commandments of God about the family will we have real success in our relationships with
those outside of our own family. God dso gves awonderful promiseto those who honor their
parents. Today many pegple may be missing out on the blessing of God becausethey are
fallingto show therespect for therr parents tha they should be showing.

22. Read Exodus 20:12-17 and write the next commandment that God gves.

23. Explain why thefirst commandment that speaks about our reationship to ather people
speaks about our relationship to parents.

24. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto honor and respect y our parents
whether they are Christians or not.

Herewe seethat God begins to speak of our actions toward other people. We are not to murder
another person. We are not to commit adultery or beinvolved in some other form of immoral
relationship. We arenot to sted anythingthat belongs to someone else. We are also warned
that we are not to gpeak lies about another person. Godtels ustha we areto love others just as
we love ourselves. We would not want someone elseto do any of thethingsto us tha are
mentioned here. Since aproper rdationship with God will cause us to want to do what is right
to others, we need to ask God to gve us victory sothat wewill not do these things.

26. Explain why peoplethat love and worship God will treat other people with love and respect.
27. Explain why it isimportant in your own lifeto aso build aproper relationship with other

pemle.

Here God turns from thethings that we do to athersto thethings that wefed in our hearts
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toward others. M any times pegplethink tha they areliving good lives if they do not dotoo
many evil things to others. Here God poirts out the fact that we are quilty if we have evil
fedings toward others even if we do not act in an evil way toward athers. To desire something
that belongs to someone elseisto covet. Theonly way tha wearetruly ableto have theright
actions toward another person is to have theright thoughts. Those thoughts mugt come from
God.

28. Read Exodus 20:12-17 and write at least five of the seven things that we are not to covet.
29. Explain why our inner attitudes will eventudly determine how we act toward other pegple.
30. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own life not to covet thethings that other havein
their lives.

Aswelook a theTen Commandments, weredizethat it is completely impossibleto keep al of
these commandments in our own strength. Wewill fail every timeif wetry to kegp the
commandments through our own efforts. Tha iswhy religon without Christ never brings
peace. Peopleredizethat their own efforts are never good enough. No person can livea
perfect life and keep dl of these commandments perfectly. As aresult, people are constantly
searchingfor away to find peace. Sncewe know that thispeace with only come when people
repent of their sin and placether trust in thefact that Christ shed His blood to pay for their sin
and the Father showed tha He was saisfied by raising Christ from the dead, we need to be
continudly tdlingothers about Christ.

32. Explain why peoplethat try toplease God in their own srength will never have peace in
their lives.

33. Explain how the peace of God has changed your own lifeas you arelearningto follow Him.

Herewe seethat thepeople were afraid to stand in thepresence of God. Then thepeople asked
M oses to peak to them instead of having God spegk to them. They said tha they were afraid
to hear God speak and promised to listen toMoses ingead. Today many people arelikethe
peoplein theday of M oses. They do not want to hear God gpeak to them. They fail to Sudy
the Word of God so tha God can gpeak to them. They would rather listento the ideas of human
leaders even when those ideas did not agree with the Bible.

34. Read Exodus 20:18-26 and write why M osestold thepeopletha they did not need to be
afrad.

35. Explain why we as Christians do not need to be afraid to stand in thepresence of God now
or in thefuture.

We see in these verses that no one needs to be afraid of God speskingto them. God dways has
apurpose when He peaks to us. Hispurposeisto help us grow and become strong, mature
Christians. Hispurposeis not to fill our lives with fear. We aso seethat God wants us to be
closeto Him so that wewill not livein sin. When we spend timein fellowship withthe Lord,
Christ is ableto gveus victory over temptaion so tha we do not sin. When we study the
Word of God, it will give us strength instead of fear. Infact we continueto grow stronger as
we study and obey the Word of God in our daily lives as welearn to wak with God.

God aso reminded the people again that they were not to make gods of silver or gold. It isvery
easy for peopleto begn worshiping things instead of worshiping God. As aresult, God warned
His peaple many times not to begin to worship things. God aso told thepeople of Israd that
He had given them the animals to offer as sacrifices. We know that these sacrifices wereto
cover their sins until Christ died to take away ther sins. When John the Baptist introduced
Christ in John 1:29 he said, “ Behold the Lamb of God that takes away the sin of theworld.”
The Old Tegament sacrifices could never take away sin. They could only cover sin until Christ
cameto take sin away by payingthe pendty forsin. They weretold to offer these sacrifices on
dtars of dirt or stone.

Lesson 9
Exodus 21:1-22:31

In this lesson and our next lesson we will be studying some of thelaws that God gaveto the
nation of Israel so that they would know what to do. Sincethe people of Isragl had been slaves
in theland of Egypt for so long, God begins this section by tdlingthe Israelites how they
should treat their servants. This was very important because it would have been easy for them
to treat atherstheway that they had been treated. Instead God wantedthemto learn to treat
their servants with respect. Then we have the judgments gven for those who hurt each other.
Thisis followed by laws against those who damage the property of athers. Findly wearegven
laws about the relationship of the pegpleto ather people.

As we begn our study today, we seethat God gave severd lawsto pratect aperson tha was
working for another man. First, we have instructions about a servant that was a Hebrew
(Isradlite). Thelsradites were not to make other Israglites serve as slaves throughout life,
Instead they wereto gve aservant his freedom after he had worked for his master for six years.
That servant was aso to enter back into his regular life with everythingthat he had when he
first became aservant. If he had been married when he became a servant, his wife would aso
oo freewith him at theend of six years.

1. Read Exodus 21:1-11 and write how aservant would go out if he had become a servant by
himself.

2. BExplain how God protected the I sraglites who became servants so that they weretreated with
respect and not asslaves.

3. Explain how this helps youto undersand that God wantsyou totreat every personwith
respect.

Sometimes amaster would buy awifefor aservant. Then that servant had a choice when he
had completed his six years of work. He could chooseto remain as a servant because of his
lovefor his master, wifeand children. When aman choseto remain as aservant, hewas cdled
alove servant. Hewould go to the gate of the city and have the leaders put aholein his ear to
show tha hewas alove servant that wanted to serve his master for his entirelife. When we
placeour trust in Chrig, we are actualy becomingHis love servants and our desire should beto
serve Christ forever. We chooseto serve Christ out of love because of thelovethat Christ
showed for us by payingthe pendty for our sin by His death onthe cross.

4. Read Exodus 21:1-11 and write how amaidservant (woman) was different from a
manservant.

5. Explain why God made a provision so that aperson could choose to become a love servant
that wanted to serve his master for his entirelife.
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6. Explain why it isyour desireto be alove servant of Christ and serve Him for your entire life
here on earth.

In thetime of the Old Tesament, the men had to buy their wives. In order toprotect these
women, God gave certain regulations to the Isradites so that they would treat them with respect
and not trest their wives like cattle as many of the foreign nations did. A man could not séll his
wife to someone from aforeign nation if he became dissatisfied with her. Instead she had to be
gven her freedom. The man who bought awifefor his son had to tregt her the sameway tha
hetreated his own daughters. If aman had more than one wife, hewas to gvejust as much to
thefirst wife as he gaveto her before he took another wife.

7. Read Exodus 21:1-11 and write the three things that he was to providefor his first wifeif he
took another wife.

8. Explain what these verses teach about the way that God pratected both mae and female
servants.

9. Explain why you are thankful that God gave regulations that were designed to help the men
learn to treat the women with repect.

God goes on to gveinstructions about hurting others. In these verses we seetha God shows
that thereis adifference between murder and manslaughter. A man that hit another man and
killed him was to be put to death because he was quilty of murder. However, if aman
accidentdly killed another person, thenthe onewho had accidentaly killed the other person
could run to acity of refuge where he would be protected until he could have afair trial. If it
was determined that the death was accidentd, the person had to remain in the city of refuge
until the death of the high priest. A kidnapper was asoto bepu to death. A personthat killed
his parentswas to beput to death aso.

10. Read Exodus 21:12-36 and write what was to happento apersonthat cursed hisparents.
11. Explain why God madeit clear that thereis adifference between murder and mansl aughter.
12. Explain why youthink that even those who killed a person accidentaly had to remain in the
city of refuge until the death of the high priest.

In these verses we see the importance of honoring and respectingour parents. Aslongasthe
Israelites obeyed this law, they had no problem with rebdlious children. We aso read what
happened when one man injured another in afight but did not kill him. If a man injured another
man, hewas to pay him wages for the loss of his time until he was completely heded. A man
who killed aservant was dso to be punished. This caused mento treat their servantswith
kindness instead of doing evil to them. If aservant was hurt but lived for aperiod of time, then
the master was not punished but he lost the value of that servant sothat it still cost the master
money .

13. Read Exodus 21:12-36 and write what happened to aman that caused awoman to havea
miscarri age.

14. Explain why these verses show that God desires for children to honor and respect their
parents.

15. Explain why it isimportat toyou inyour own lifeto have ared respect for your parents
even if they werenot dways ided parents.

If aman hurt awoman so that she died, then that man was to beput to death. If aman damaged
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an eyeor knocked out atooth of another person, he wasto have the same thing doneto him. In
fact everythingaperson did to another person wasto be done to theperson whowas quilty of
hurting the other person. If aperson damaged an ey e or knocked out atooth of aservant, the
servant wasto besd free. If an ox killed aperson, that ox was to beput to death. If aperson
had been warned that his ox was dangerous, then the owner of the ox was dso to be put to death
if that ox killed another person.

16. Read Exodus 21:12-36 and write what happened if an animal fell into aholethat aperson
falled to cover.

17. Explain why thelaw required an eyefor an eye and atooth for atoath for those who injured
others.

18. Explan why you areredizethat thelaws of justice must requirethat apendty bepad for
crimes.

We dso seethat aman was responsibleif he caused injury tothe animas of aneighbor. A man
was dso responsibleif his animals injured the animals of aneighbor. Today welivein aday
when many peagple do not care what happenstotheir nei ghbors or the possessions of their
neighbors. As Christians, we have aresponsibility to show Christian love to aneighbor even
though many people do not show loveto us. Even though the laws of the world do not require
love and concern for nei ghbors, as Christians we are commanded to love our nei ghbors as we
love ourselves. We are commanded to love other Christians as Christ has loved us.

19. Read Exodus 21:12-36 and write what happened if aperson owned an animal that had
injured other animals before and then did it again.

20. Explain what lessons you learn from these verses about the concern that thepeople wereto
have for their nel ghbors.

21. Explain why these verses help you to redize that we aso need to have area concern for our
nei ghbors today .

We go on to read about those who damage the praperty of athers. A thief was required to pay
back at least four times as much as he had stolen. If athief was killed while hewas steding at
night, the onethat killed him was not punished. Duringthe day they wereto catch the thief
rather than kill thethief. If aman could not pay the required amount for his stealing, hewas to
be sold as aservant. If aman alowed his animals to eat thefield of another man, hewas to
repay the man with the best crops from his own field.

22. Read Exodus 22:1-15 and write what aman was required to do if he started afirein the
field of another man.

23. Explain why athief either had to pay back four times as much as he had stolen or else be
sold to serve as aservant for six years.

24. Explain why youthink that this kind of punishment would help to keep the amount of thefts
a alow leve.

Here we see again that people are responsible for the things that they do. We dso read what
God says tothose who borrowed something from another person. They were responsible for
thethingthat they had borrowed even if that thingwas stolen by another person. Thiswasto
prevent aperson from borrowing something, hiding it and then telling the owner that someone
had stolenit. As Chrigians, we need to make certain that we return anythingthat we borrow or
elsereplace it or pay the cod of it.

Read Exodus 22:1-15 and write how much aman was to pay if the judges convicted him of
keeping something that belonged to his nel ghbor.

Theonetimethat aperson did nat havetopay back his neighbor was if he had borrowed an
animal and the anima was killed by wild animal. Inthat case hewas to bringthe remains of
the body of the animd to thejudges. Then thejudges had to determine whether the animal was
killed by awild animal. Then they would declare him innocent. If aman came and worked for
wages using his own animal, then that animal was hired and the owner was responsible for the
animal because he was the one workingwith the anima.

28. Read Exodus 22:1-15 and writewhy aman did not haveto pay for an animd that was
working under the supervision of its owner.

29. Explain why the Lord made an exception for aborrowed animal if that anima was killed by
awild animal.

30. Explain why youthink that an animd that was used in work by his own master was
considered hired and not borrowed.

God dso tdls what should be done when aman had sexud relationships with agrl that was not
married. Thefather of the grl was gven theresponsibility for makingthe decision. If the
father felt that the man would make a good husband for his daughter, then the father would
alow them to be married and the man would pay thefather the usud price for awife.
However, if thefather felt that the man would not make a good husband for his daughter, he
could still requirethe man to pay thepricefor awife even though hedid not dlow the man to
marry his daughter.

31. Read Exodus 22:16-31 and write what God say s about awitch.

32. Explain why the father was the one gven the responsibility to determine whether aman
who had sexual rel ationship with his daughter would make a good husband or not.

33. Explain why youthink aman who had asexual rel ationship with agrl had to pay theprice
for awife whether the father dlowed him to marry her or not.

God gpesks of several groups of peopletha wereto beput to death. Firg, God mentioned
witches. Witches are those who cast evil spells on others and do other forms of evil through the
power of demons. Thasewho tried to have sexud relationships with animas were aso to be
pu to death. Thiswas acommon practice anongthefasereligons of that day. God aso sad
that those who offered sacrifices to fase gods wereto be put to death. God aso spoke of the
concern that the peoplewereto havefor the needy. They werenot to do evil to astranger as the
Egy ptians had done evil to them when they were strangers in Egy pt.

34. Read Exodus 22:16-31 and write what God said they should nat do towidows and children.
35. Explain why God said that those who practiced witcheraft or worshiped idols should be put
to deeth.

36. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto have ared concern for the poor and
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God gves ared warningto those who might do evil to awidow or to achild whose father had
died. God sad that Hewould kill those who tried totake advantage of those who were unable
to protect themselves. Then their wives would become widows and their children would have
no father. God aso warned the peoplethat they were not to charge interest when they loaned
money tothe poor. They werenot to keep the coat of apoor man when they loaned money to
him because he needed his coat to keep him warm.

38. Explain why it is very important to show red love and concern for the poor and the needy .
39. Explain why it isimportant for you in your lifeto be onewho helps and pratectsthe widows
and the fatherless.

God dso gves further instructions about our actionstoward Him. We are not to spesk evil of
God. Wearenot to cursethose who are leaders for God. We are not to put off or wait to gve
to Godthethings that belongto Him. Instead we areto redlizethat God must comefirst in our
lives. We should giveto Himfirst even before we giveto anythingelse. He gave us everything
that we have and we should want to gve part back to Him before we use anything for ourselves.
Hereweseethat God isto befirg in our livesin al things.

Exodus 23:1-25:40

Today we cometo the section where we begin to study about ingructionsthat God gave M oses
for the worship of thepeople of Israel. We seethat thepeople wereto sd aside one day each
week to worship the Lord. Thiswas actudly set by God long beforethelaw as He gave the
example when Herested on the seventh day when He had completed the creation. The Jews
were aso to set aside oneyear every seven years toworship and servethe Lord. Duringthe
course of each year, the people of God aso had three feasts to help them remember the Lord.
Herewe seethat every part of their lives was to be used to worship and servethe Lord.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guide you in your sudy .
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:

Explain the purposes of the Sabbaths and the feasts.

Explain how God promised that He would get rid of the enemies in Canaan.

Explain how God taked to M oses.

Explain the meaning of the furniturein the tabernacle.

God gaveIsrad severd instructions about evil. The peoplewerenot to gveafasereport about
others. They werenot to follow othersto do evil. They were not to favor either arich man or a
poor man. If thepeople met the animd of an enemy, they wereto returnthat anima back to its
owner. They werenot totwig wha istrueand right. They wereto avoid the evil plans of men.
They were not totake abribe. Instead they wereto dways do wha they knew wasthe right
thingto do. Findly God said that they were not to do evil to someone from another country or
race.

1. Read Exodus 23:1-33 and write what the pegple weretold to do withtheir land in the
seventh year.

2. Explain why it is also important for us to usethe instrudions gven abov e as examples for
our own lives.

3. Explain why youthink that Chrig has commanded us as Christians to avoid everything that
even has the gppearance of evil

God sad thirty -five hundred years ago that thepeoplewereto let their land rest and not have
cropsplanted on it every seventhyear. It was only afew years ago that people learned that they
would have better crops and the land would produce moreif they would let the land rest for a
year every few years. Inthis sensewe seetha theland isjust like us as people. God has
created both people and the land so that we need rest in order to bethe most effective. That is
why God saysthat we areto use one day each week to rest. That way we can be more effective
in our servicefor Him.

4. Read Exodus 23:1-33 and write how often the Isradlites wereto keep afeast tothe Lord.

5. Explain why it isimportant for usto redizethat bothwe and our land need rest in order to
be most effective in what we do.

6. Explain why youthink that God gave mankind an example of the need to rest one day each
week.
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Thelsradites wereto have threefeasts each year. Thefirst wasthe Feast of Unleavened Bread.
This feast was held a the time of the Passover in the spring of theyear. The second feast was
to be held just after thepeople had planted their crops. Thethird feast wasto be held just after
the people had gathered dl of their crops out of the fields. The purpose of these feastswas to
remind the people that God is the Onewho supplied everythingthat thepeople had.

7. Read Exodus 23:1-33 and writewhat God promised to send before the Israglites to drive the
peaple out of theland of Canaan.

8. Explain why thesethree feasts would help to remind the people of Israel that God wasthe
Onethat supplied the things that they had.

9. BExplain why it isimportant in your own lifefor you to redize that the Lord is the One tha
supplies dl of your needs.

The Lord promised to go before the people of Israd and drive out their enemies when they
reached theland of Canaan. However, the people wereto be obedient to God if they wanted
completevictory. They wereto completely desroy the gods of the peoplein Canaan. God also
promised that they would recelve great blessingfrom the Lord as they served Him. God said
that the enemies would be driven out alittleat atime so that the Israglites would be ableto
receive more land as their population grew. God actudly gavethe peopleachoice. They
would have great blessingif they would serve Him. They would be punished if they choseto
follow fase gods.

10. Read Exodus 23:1-33 and write with whom the pegple were not to make any covenant.

11. Explain what these verses teach that a person or nation mus do to be blessed by the Lord.
12. Explain why it isimportart toyouto know that youwill only be blessed by the Lord if you
choose to be obedient to Him.

The Lord toldM osesthat he wasto come up on the mountain sothat he could receivethe law.
Again the people were warned not to touch the mountain. Then M oses spoketo thepeople and
told them al of the words that the Lord had already spoken to him. Thepeople said that they
would do al that the Lord had spoken toMoses. M oses dso wrote down al of the wordsthat
the Lord had spoken to him. The next morning M oses built an dtar. Therethe people offered
sacrificesto God. These sacrifices were burnt offerings and peace offerings. M osesput haf of
the blood from the sacrifices in basins.

13. Read Exodus 24:1-18 and write what M oses did with the ather haf of the blood that
remained.

14. Explain what the people were promisingto do when they said that they would obey dl of
thewordsthat the Lord had spoken to M oses.

15. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto obey thewords tha the Lord has
spokentoyouin theBible.

M oses dso read the book to thepeople in which he had written thelaws. Thisway dl of the
people knew what God wanted them to do. When thepeople heard M oses read the
commandments of the Lord, they promised to dowhat the Lord had said for them to do. They
promised that they would be obedient. ThenM oses sprinkled the blood in the basin on the
people as areminder of their promiseto obey wha God had said. M oses and the seventy
leaders then started toward the mountain. Asthey wert, they saw God ganding on apiece of
pavement made of sgpphire $ones.
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16. Read Exodus 24:1-18 and writewhat God told M osesto do.

17. Explain why M ases prinkled the blood on the people so tha it would be areminder of their
promiseto God.

18. Explain why we aso need reminders so that we remember to keep the promises tha we
maketo God.

God then called to M oses and told him to come up into the mountain sothat He could gve

M oses acopy of the law on tablets of gone. M osesthen took Joshua his servant and the two of
them went up the mountain. They were on the mountain for atatd of forty days. Duringthis
entire time the mountain was covered with athick cloud. M oses was dsotold what to do with
thelaw. Hewastoteach thelaw to thepeople. Herewe seetheresponsibility that God gvesto
every Christian leader. We areto teach the Word of God so that thepeople know, understand
and learn how to apply the Word of God totheir own lives.

19. Read Exodus 24:18-24 and write what God caused to cover the entire mountain as M oses
prepared to go up intothe mountain.

20. Explain why it isimportart for Christian leaders to teach the Word of God tothe people.
21. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto be obedient tothe Lord and teach the
Word of God to others.

M oses aso received the instructions for the building of thetabernacle. God told M ases what
kind of people Hewants tosupport thework of the Lord. God said that those who had awilling
heart should be the ones that should gve the money and materials for the building of the
tabernacle. Today there are some peoplewho try to pressurepeopleto gve money to ther
church or organization. God only wantspegpleto gve because of thelove of God in their
hearts. If aperson does nat love God, it is useless for himto gve anythingto the Lord. We go
on to read about the furniture tha would need to be built and used in the tabernacle.

22. Read Exodus 25:1-22 and writethefirst piece of furniturethat M oseswas toldto build.

23. Explain why God only wants people with awilling heart to gveto Him for thework of the
Lord.

24. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto gveto the Lord with awilling heart.

This ark is known as the Ark of the Covenant. It was not alarge ark. Infact it was only about
forty-fiveinches long. Then it was twenty-seven inches wide and twenty -seven inches high.
Thewood of the ark wasto be covered over with gold. Thisis one of thewaysthat the ark was
apictureof Christ. Thewood is apicture of thefact the Christ is human. The gold is apicture
of thefact that Chrig is God. Together they gve us apicture of thefact tha Christ is bath God
and man. As man, Christ could diefor the sin of mankind. As God, Christ iswithout sin and
so was aperfect sacrifice. We aso seethat there were rods (staves) attached to both sides of
theark.

25. Read Exodus 25:1-22 and write the purpose of the gaves that were attached to thetwo sides
of the ark.

26. Explain why it isimportant tha the ark pictured the fact tha Christ istruly God and aso
truly man.

27. Explain why it isimportant toyouto know that Chrig was ableto betheperfect sacrifice
for your sin.
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God said that the law that He wrate on the gonetablets should be put intotheark. Ontop of
theark M ases wastold toput the mercy seat. Therewereto be cherubim on each end of the
mercy seat. The cherubim wereto look similar to angels. They wereto sread their wings over
themercy seat. Once each year the high priest was to comeinto the holy of holiesin the
tabernacle and put blood on the mercy seat as acoveringfor sin until the death and resurrection
of Christ took away sin. This blood would be placed on the mercy seat abovethetablets of
stonetha contained thelaw. Thelaw showed that mankind is quilty of sin but the blood
showed that God provided acoveringfor sin until Christ cameto takeaway sin. Therewas aso
to be no image on the mercy seat where God promised to meet man.

28. Read Exodus 25:12-22 and write what God said He would do from above the mercy sest.
29. Explain why it was necessary for the blood to be placed over thelaw as acoveringfor sin
until Christ cameto take avay sin.

30. Explain why youthink that thepeople were not to make any image on the mercy sest.

Thenext piece of furniturethat is mentioned is atable. Wewill learn later that it is caled the
Table of Showbread. Each week the priestswereto put twelve loaves of bread on this table,
oneloaf for each tribe. Inthe New Testament weread that Chrig is the Bread of Life so this
tabledso gves us apicture of Christ. Infact wewill seethat each piece of furniture gvesus a
picture of Christ. Weread that this table was to be made of acaciawood and was to be covered
over with gold. A gainthis gves apicture of thefact that Christ is bath man and God. This
table was to bethirty-six inches long and ei ghteen inches wide. It was to be twenty-seven
inches tall.

31. Read Exodus 25:23-40 and write what the Levites wereto useto carry this table when they
moved it.

32. Explain why the bread that was placed on this table each week reminds us of the fact that
Christ is our Bread of Life.

33. Explain why youthink that God wanted them to place one loaf of bread for each tribe on the
table.

Herewe seethat God had the furniture of thetabernacle built so that it could be carried on the
shoulders of the Levites. Thiswas goingto bevery necessary for the next forty years asthe
peopletraveled through the wilderness. The staves (rods) were put through therings on the
corners of thefurniture. Then the Levites placed theserods on their shoulders. Inthisway the
furniture did not touch the ground during the timethat it was being carried from placeto place.
We dso read that there were specid dishes that were to beplaced on the table of showbread.
These dishes were made of pure gold.

34. Read Exodus 25:23-40 and write when these dishes were to be on the table.

35. Explain why God had dl of the furniture madein such away that it could be easily carried
by the Levites whenever it had to be moved.

36. Explain why it isimportant for you to know tha God gavethe exact pattern for each of the
pieces of furniturethat was inthe tabernacle.

The next piece of furniturethat is mentioned is the Golden Lampstand. Again this lampstand
gvesus apictureof Christ. Inthe New Tesament weread that Chrig is the Light of the Word.
Christ isdso cdled the True Light. Herewe seethat this lampstand wasto be made from one
piece of puregold. When Christ died on the cross, not asinge one of His bones was broken.
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Thefact that the lampgand was made from one piece of pure gold is a picture of the fact that
Christ did not have a sing e bone broken.

37. Read Exodus 25:23-40 and write how M oses wasto make surethat they made the golden
lampstand.

38. Explain how each of the pieces of furniture that have been mentioned so far gveus a
picture of Christ.

39. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour lifeto know that Chrig is boththe Light of the
World and also the True Light.

We dso read about the way that the lampstand was designed. The lampstand had seven lamps.
Seven is anumber that we see many times throughout the Bible. Usudly when we see seven
mentioned in the Bible, we see that God has gven that number to something to show His
completeness and perfection. We seethat the lampsand had three branches on each side plus
thelamp a thetop. M oseswas toldto make certain that the lampstand was made according to
the plan tha God had shown him.

40. Read Exodus 25:23-40 and write how much gold was used to make the lampstand and its
decorations.

41. Explain why M oses wastold to make certain that the lampsand was made accordingto the
plan that God had gven to M oses.

Today wewill be studying about many things that would be used to build the tabernaclein the
wilderness. Thesethings that were used in the tabernacle gve us many beautiful pictures of
Christ. Aswe study this lesson, we will dso be discussing some of thelessons that we can
learn about Christ from the buildingand materials in thetabernacle. Aswelook at the
materias used for the tabernacle, we seethat God had a perfect plan for the tabernacle just as
He has aperfect plan for our lives.

We begn our study today by looking at the curtains that were to be made and used for the
tabernacle. Thecolors that were used in these curtains gve us abeautiful picture of Christ.
The curtains that faced the inside of the tabernacle were made of three colors. Thebluein the
curtains reminds us of thefact that Chrig came from heaven. Thepurplein the curtains
reminds us of that fact tha Christ isthe King. The scarlet (red) in the curtains reminds us of the
fact that the blood of Christ paid the pendty for our sins. We aso read how the curtains were
connected together.

1. Read Exodus 26:1-14 and write what kinds of curtains covered thelinen curtains of the
tabernacle.

2. BExplain why the colors used in the curtains of the tabernacle gve us pictures of Christ.

3. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto know that Chrig isyour Lord and
King.

These beautiful linen curtains made the inside of the tabernacl e look very beautiful. However,
linen curtains would soon rot if they were exposed totherain, the heat, the dust andthe other
changes of weather. Asaresult, God gave three other coverings to pratect these beautiful linen
curtains. Thefirst coveringwas to be made from the hair of goats. The hair of goats made a
wonderful coveringthat offered excd lent protection in case any water should come through the
top coverings. God dso tels us exactly how these curtains were to be connected to each other.

5. Explain why God covered such beautiful curtains so that they could only be seen fromthe
inside and not from the outside where people could see them.

6. Explain how thefact that God would see the inside of the tabernacle reminds you of the fact
that God aso sees wha is goingon in your heart and thoughts.

TheLord gves us apicture of theway tha we are covered by His blood in these skins of rams
that weredyed red. Theblood of Jesus Christ completely covers and removes our sins a the
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moment that weplace our trust in Christ. We have complete pratection through the blood of
Christ. God aso told M ases to make a second covering of skins over thetop of therams’' skins.
The badgers that are mentioned here are probably not like the badgers that we know today but
areseaanimalsinstead. It waspossiblefor thepeopleto oltain skins of seaanimas because
they were closeto the Red Sea

7. Read Exodus 26:1-14 and write where this final coveringwould be placed when they set up
thetabernacle.

8. Explain what lessons you learn from the instructions of the Lord for these curtains and
coverings of thetabernacle.

9. BExplain why you are thankful that the blood of Christ bath covered and removed your sins
so that y ou have completeprotectionthrough the blood of Christ.

God went onto tell M oses about the boards tha he was to use for the frame of the tabernacle.
We seethat these boards were aso made of acaciawood. Each board was to befifteen feet
high so this tells us the height of the walls of thetabernacle. Attached to the battoms of these
boards were two tenons (pieces that hooked intothe silver sockets below the boards). From
these boards we learn the size of the tabernacle. Once the tabernacle was set up, the sides of the
tabernacle would beforty-five feet longand fifteen feet wide. This meant that there were
twenty boards on each side and six boards on the back side.

11. Explain why God gave very complete instructions for the tabernacle even though the
tabernacle was not large but was actualy asmall building

12. Explain why the size of thetabernacle helps youto redize that the place where we meet

Four of thefive bars that connected the boards did not go the entire length of one side.
However, one bar ran the entirelength of the side. This bar was the middle bar and tied the
entire side of the tabernacletogether. This gives us awonderful picture of Christ. Heisthe
Onethat holds everything together whether it is ahome, a church or some other or ganization.
Christ must bethe center of ahome or church if that home or church is goingto be strong.
Christ must aso bethe center of our individud lives if we are goingto be effective for Christ.
13. Read Exodus 26:15-37 and writewhat M oseswas toldto useto cover the boards of the
tabernacle.

14. Explain why the middle bar that ran the entire length of the side of the tabernacle gves us a
beautiful picture of Christ.

15. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour lifeto know that y ou have made Christ the center
of your life.

The boards and the bars were al to be covered with gold. God also reminded M osesto be sure
and build the tabernacle accordingto the plan that God was showing him on the mountain. We
arereminded again of thefact that God has aperfect plan for our lives and we should follow
that plan instead of tryingto do things in our own way. Aswefollow theplan of God for our
lives, wewill experiencethejoy and happinessthat comes from knowingthat we are right with
God. Wewill also seethat the Lord is able to accomplish many things through our lives.

16. Read Exodus 26:15-37 and write what colors M oses wasto useto make thevell of the
tabernacle.
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17. Explain why God emphasized to M oses severa times that the tabernacle and the furniturein
it wereto be made accordingto the plan that God had shown M cses.

Thetabernaclewas to be divided into two parts caled the holy place and the holy of holies.
The Ark of the Covenant with the mercy seat ontop of it was to bethe only piece of furniturein
the holy of holies. The high priest wasto go past the veil and into the holy of holies only one
day duringeach year. That day the high priest wasto take blood as a coveringfor his own sin
and placethat blood on the mercy seat as acoveringfor hisown sin. Then hewas to take blood
and placeit on themercy seat as acoveringfor thesin of the people. Each year the priest was
toplacethis blood for his sin and for the sin of the pegple as acoveringfor sin until thetime
that Chrig cameto takeaway sin. When Christ died on the cross, the vell of thetemplewas
torn from the top tothe bottom and we can now come directly to God at any time through the
blood of Christ.

20. Explain why it is wonderful that we can now comedirectly to God through the blood of
Christ a any time.

In addition to theinner vell of the tabernacle, there was also an outer veil or door for the
tabernacle. Thisveil wasto separatethe holy place from the outside court of the tabernacle.
This outer vell was dso to be made of blue, purple and scarlet materia. Surroundingthe
tabernacle was the outside court of the tabernacle. In this outside court was an dtar caled the
bronzedtar. Thisdtar was also made of acaciawood. It was seven and ahdf feet by seven
and ahalf feet. It wasfour and ahaf feet tal. This entiredtar was covered with bronze.

23. Explain why it was necessary to have an outer vell between the holy place and the court of
the tabernacle.

24. Explain why youthink it was necessary for theprieststo go pad the dtar where they
offered sacrifices before they went into the holy place each morning and evening

God dso gaveinstructions for the equipment that wasto be used in the court for the offering of
sacrifices on the dtar. M oseswas instruded to have thepeople make pans and shovesto
remove the ashes. They were dso to make pans and hooks to use in handlingthe sacrifices that
were being burned on the altar. In order to keep the sacrifices from touching the ashes, there
was agateonthedtar. Liketheother pieces of furniture, the dtar was to be carried. Staves
(poles) of acaciawood covered with bronze wereto be used to carry the dtar.

25. Now read Exodus 27:1-8 and write how the people were told to make this dtar of bronze.
26. Explain why the bronze dtar where they offered the sacrifices was to be built so tha the
ashes could be removed without touching the sacrifi ces.

27. Explain why youthink that God even gaveinstructions about thepans and shovels tha were
to be used to remove the ashes.
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Weseethat this dtar and all of thethings that wereto be madeto be used in connection with
this dtar were to be made of bronze. In Number 21 weread about the bronze sepent that the
peoplewereto look at when they were bitten by asnake. That bronze snake offered the only
escape from judgment for those who had been bitten by the snakes because of their sin. That
bronze snake was apicture of the fact that Chrig offers escape from the judgment of sin
accordingto John 3:14-16. This bronze dtar was theplace where men wereto offer ther
sacrifices as acoveringfor sin until the blood of Christ took away sin.

28. Read Exodus 27:1-8 and writewhat the dtar would belikein the center except for the grate.
29. Explain why this bronze dtar was very important to thepeople from that time until the
death and resurrection of Christ.

30. Explain why the bronze dtar is apicturetoyou of thefact tha Christ provided the escape
for you fromyour sins.

Around the tabernacle was to be an area called the outer court. Thebronze dtar good in this
outer court. Surroundingthis court were beautiful linen curtains. The court around the
tabernacle was to be one hundred and fifty feet longand seventy-five feet wide. The gate of
this outer court was to be onthe east side of thetabernacle. This gatewasto bethirty feet wide.
A secia curtain was to be madethat could be used to cover the entrance to the gate.

31. Read Exodus 27:9-21 and writewhat colors wereto be used for the curtain that covered the
gte.

32. Explain why the Lord instructed M osesto build an outer court sothat the people were
separated from the tabernacle by this court.

Here we seethat the same colors wereto be used over and over again. There is adso something
very important about thefact tha the gate was on the east side of thetabernacle. M ost of the
reigons of theworld arrange their places of worship sothat they facetherising sun as they
worship. Asaresult, many of the religions of the world have amixture of sun worship as apart
of their worship. God so arranged the tabernacle so that thepriestswould dway s be facing
west asthey worshiped and let the pegplein worship. Asthe people gathered around the gate
of the tabernacle, their backs would beto therising sun.

34. Read Exodus 27:9-21 and writewhat kind of oil the peoplewereto betold to bringfor the
tabernacle.

35. Explain why the tabernacle was arranged so that thepeople would have their backs to the
rising sun when they cameto the tabernacle in the morning.

The golden lampstand was in thetabernacle. This lampstand had seven lamps onit. God sad
that these lamps wereto burn continualy. In order to kegp these lamps burning, God said that
the peoplewereto bring pure olive oil for thelamps. M any timesin Scripture we seethat oil is
used as apicture of the Holy Spirit. When the Holy Spirit comes into our lives at the moment
of savation, He remains within us continudly. Infact wearetold that the indwelling Holy
Spirit is the down pay ment and the guarantee or our eternal life. Weknow that the Holy Sirit
will never leave us fromthat very fird moment that we place our trug in Christ.

38. Explain why youthink that God told the people to bring pure olive oil for the golden
lampstand.

Aswelook at the details gven to M oses for the building of the tabernacle, we seethat God
gavevery specific details about the building of the tabernacle. God had apurposeand aplan
for gvingsuch details. That pumposewasto show tha God isaGod of order. He does
everything accordingto aplan. God dso has aperfect plan and purpose for our lives. If we
will let God lead our lives accordingto His plan, our lives will be used by theLord to
accomplish much. We also seethat God had a second purpose for theplan of thetabernacle. In
the book of Hebrews in the New Testament thisplan is used to teach us many things about
Christ.

Lesson 12
Exodus 28:1-29:46

As God gave M osestheinstructions for the tabernacle, God told M oses to gopoint Aaron as the
high priest to lead the pegplein the worship of God. God aso said that Aaron was towear
certain clothes as he served as the high priest. Wewill be studying about those clothes and will
learn their meaning and purpose. 1n our study we will aso learn about the dedication service
that the people of Israel wereto have for the priests asthepriestsprepared totake the
responsibilities that God had gven to them to lead the peoplein the worship of the Lord.

Asyou gudy this lesson, you should use the following obj ectives to guide you in your sudy.
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:
Explain the purpose of the various pieces of clothingthat were to be made for the high
priest to wear.
Explain the sacrifices that wereto be offered for the priegs.
Explain about thefood that thepriestswereto est.

In our last lesson, we learned about the instructions tha God gave for the building of the
tabernacle. Today wewill be studyingtheinstructionsthat God gave about the priessthat were
to lead the peoplein their worship of God. First we seethat the priests wereto come fromthe
family of Aaron. He and his sons were gppoirnted as thefirst priess. Later on their descendents
would be the future priess of the nation of Israel. God said that specia clothes wereto be

made for Aaron since he was to serve as thefirst high priest. The future high priests would
wear the same kind of clothes. These clothes wereto befor both gory and beauty. Then God
gave M oses alist of the clothes that the high priest wasto wear.

1. Read Exodus 28:1-29 and writewhat kind of people wereto make the clothes that Aaron
was to wear.

2. BExplain why the priets wereto lead thepeoplein the worship of the Lord as they offered
their sacrifices.

3. BExplain why youthink that God said that the clothes of thepriests wereto befor both gory
and beauty .

Herewe read about the kind of person that God is dway s looking for to do Hiswork. God
wantspeoplethat arefilled with the Holy Spirit. Then they will be wise because they will have
thewisdom that is gven by the Holy Spirit. Thefirst piece of clothingthat is mentioned is the
ephod. The gphod was like an gpron withtwo pieces, one piece was to bein thefront of the
high priest and one piece would be on the back of the high priest. Thetwo pieces would be
held together by shoulder straps. Thentwo onyx stones wereto be attached to thesetwo graps.
On these $ones were to be written the names of the twelvetribes of Israd. Asthehigh priest,
Aaron went intothe tabernacleto speak to God for thepeople of dl twevetribes.

4. Read Exodus 28:1-29 and write what piece of clothingis mentioned after the ephod.

5. Explain why the Lord wantspeaplethat arefilled with the Holy Spirit to do Hiswork in the
world.

6. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto bewakingin the Spirit so tha you are
filled with the Spirit.
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The breastplate was made of the same materids as the ephod. 1n addition to the blue, purple
and scarlet that were used throughout the tabernacle, these pieces of clothing aso included
gold. This breastplate was to be worn onthe chest of the high priest. It was asquarepiece of
material about nineinches by nineinches. On the breastplatethere were tweve stones in four
rows of three each. The names of each of the twevetribes of Isragl werewritten on these
stones. The breastplate was atached to the ephod by two golden chains that were hooked with
golden rings on the upper corners of the breastplate.

7. Read Exodus 28:1-29 and write what was to be used to hook the rings on the ephod tothe
rings on the breastplate.

8. BExplain why the high priest was to have the names of the twelve tribes of Israel both on the
ephod and on the bresstplate.

9. BExplain why youthink that God wanted the high priest to have the names of thetribes of
Israel closeto his heart.

Here we seethat the ephod and the breastplate were connected together by abeautiful string of
lace. Thereason for this breastplateis dso gven. The high priest wasto go into the tabernacle
with the names of dl of thetribes of Isradl with him. Aswe seethe breastplate and the gohod
together, we have abeautiful picture. The ephod had the names of al of thetribes on the
shoulders of the high priest which was aplace of strength. However, the breastplate also put
the names of thetribes of Isragl closeto the heart of the high priest. Thiswastheplace of love.
Christ is both our source of strength and also the Onethat loves us with an everlasting love.

10. Read Exodus 28:1-29 and write what the breastplate wasto be as Aaron went into the holy
place.

11. Explain why both the breastplate and the gphod were very important asthe high priest wore
theminto the tabernacle.

12. Explain why it isimportant toyouto know that Chrig lovesyou with an everlasting love.

Inside the breastplate wereplaced the Urim and Thummin. We do not know what the Urim and
Thummin looked like. 1n someway God used the Urim and Thummin to guide the high priest
as he made important decisions. During the time when the Old Testament was nat y et written,
God had to guide the peoplein different ways. Now we havethe Bibleto guide us and show us
what to do. Moses was aso ingructed to make arobe of the ephod. This robe was awoven
piece of cloth with holes for the arms and head of the high priest.

13. Read Exodus 28:30-43 and write what color M oses wastold to make the robe of the ephod.
14. Explain why God choseto guide Israel with the Urim and Thummin duringthe time of the
Old Testament.

15. Explain why it isimportant toyouto look tothe Word of God to gveyou guidancein your
life.

Blue was used to picturetwothings. Wehave aready mentioned that blue pictures for usthe
fact that Chrig came from heaven. Blue aso speaks of separation. We areto be separated from
sin and separated tothe Lord when we put our trust in Chrig. Onthe bottom of the robe were
golden bells and pomegranates. The bells wereto let the pegple know where the high priest
was and what he was doingwhen hewent into the tabernacle. That way if thepriest did
something wrong the bells would stop ringing and the people would know tha something had
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happened to thepriest. Thepomegranates wereto be between the bells so that they would not
strike together and cause discord. The high priest also had a headdress with aplate of gold on
thefront of it.

16. Read Exodus 28:30-43 and write what was written onthisplate of gold.

17. Explain why it was important for the pries to have the bells on his garment so that the
people would know what was hgopening when the priest was inthe tabernacle,

18. Explain why it isimportant for you to know tha the Lord set you gart to serve Him from
the moment that y ou placed your faith in Christ.

God had chosen the pegple of Isragl to beaholy nation that served and worshiped Him. The
high priest was to lead the pegple by setting an example of holiness. Hewas aso to come
before aholy God for the people. We aso read about the clothes that the sons of Aaron wereto
wear. These clothes were made of finelinen similar to the material used throughout the
tabernacle. A gain weread that these clothes werefor glory and for beauty. These clothes were
to beworn by thepriests a al times when they were fulfilling their duties as priests.

19. Read Exodus 28:30-43 and write why thepriestswere to wear these clothes when they were
carryingout their ministry.

20. Explain why it was important for the people of Israd to redizethat they wereaholy nation
that had been set apart to serve God.

21. Explain why it isimportart in your own lifeto liveaholy life so that your servicefor the
Lord will be effective.

The Lord then gave M oses instructions about the dedication service for Aaron and his sons.
God said that they wereto bringayoungox and two rams to offer as sacrifices a the
consecration service. God aso said that they wereto bringbread and cakes that had no yead in
them. Thesethings wereto be brought to the entrance of the tabernacle. At the entranceto the
tabernacle Aaron and his sons wereto be washed with water. After Aaron had been washed,
they wereto put the clothes of the high priest on him before he began his service as priest.

22. Read Exodus 29:1-25 and write what they weretopour onthe head of Aaron a this
consecration service.

23. Explain why it was important for the pegple to have adedication servicefor Aaron and his
sons before they started ther service for God.

24. Explain why youthink that God wanted the dedication service a the entranceto the
tabernacle and not in the tabernacle.

This anointing oil was asymbol of thefact that Aaron had dedicated his lifeto the Lord to serve
theLord. Then therobes of thepriests wereto beput onthe sons of Aaron. When they offered
the sacrifices, Aaron and his sons were to place their hands on the head of the ox before they
killed him. When they killed the ox, they wereto pu the blood on the horns of the atar and
beside the bottom of the dtar. Thefat of the ox was to be burned on the dtar but theres of the
ox was to be burned outside of the camp as asin offering.

25. Read Exodus 29:1-25 and writewhat they wereto dowiththefirst ram after they had
sprinkled its blood on the dtar.

26. Explain why it was important for Aaron and his sonsto place their hands on the head of the
ox beforethey killed the ox.

27. Explain why youthink that it was important for the sin offeringto be burned outside of the
camp.
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Thefirst ram was to beaburnt offeringthat wasto be gven entirely to the Lord. Wewill learn
the meaning of the various offerings in the book of Leviticus. Aaron and his sons were aso
told to put their hands on the head of the second ram. Blood from this ram was to be placed on
theright ear, theright thumb and the bigtoe of the right foot of Aaron and his sons. This ram
was to bearam of consecration (dedication to the service of the Lord). The bread was to be
used as awave offeringto the Lord.

28. Read Exodus 29:1-25 and write what M oseswas toldto do withthe bread, the cake and the
wafer of the wave offering.

29. Explain why God said to put blood ontheright ear, the right thumb and the bigtoe on the
right foot of Aaron and his sons.

30. Explain why youthink that it isimportant for youto identify yourself as a Christian whose
sin was paid for by the blood of Christ.

God aso provided food for thepriests. At the consecration service, they wereto take the breast
of theram and waveit as awave off eringbeforethe Lord. Thereason that they weretowave
thispart of theram was to dedicate this part of the ram as food for theprieststo eat. Each time
that the people offered apeace offeringin the future, they wereto gvethe priess the breast of
theram as food for the priests. Thiswas one of thewaystha God provided for the needs of
those who served Him.

31. Read Exodus 29:26-46 and write where Aaron and his sons wereto eat the flesh of the ram.
32. Explain why one of the way sthat God choseto provide food for thepriestswas for them to
receivethe breast of the peace offeringfor their food.

The ram was to be boiled and then eaten by the priess at the door of thetabernacle. They were
to eat dl that they wanted of the meat. However, they were not to dlow any of the meat to
remain until thenext day. Anythingthat was na eaten and remained was to be burned with
fire. God aso said that this time of consecration was to last for seven days. Each day during
these seven day sthey wereto offer an ox as asin offering. Asthe servants of God whowere
offering sacrifices for the people, they needed to be men that had confessed their own sins to
the Lord before they could lead the peopleto confesstheir sinstothe Lord.

35. Explain why any mesat that was not eaten by the priess wasto be burned with fire and not
alowed to remain.

Here we seethat one of the resporsibilities of the priests wasto offer alamb every morning and
every eveningas asacrificeto thelLord. This offeringwas to be an offeringthat wasto bea
sweet smell to the Lord. Thereason why it was aswveet smell to the Lord was thefact that it
was apicture of the dedication of the pegpleto God. Today as Christians it should aso be our
desireto totdly dedicate our livesto the Lord. God has gven our lives to us so tha we can
servetheLord. Our desirein life should beto put the Lord first in our lives and serve Him in
al that wedo. An obedient Christian will be servingthe Lord every day and not jus oncea
week.

Then thepeople would know that it was the Lord their God that
had done great things for them. Today these same wonderful promises can be applied to us as
wefathfully servethelLord. God iswith us. He gpesks to usthrough His Word. Hegves us
many blessings day by day. M og important of al we havethe Holy Spirit dwelingwithin us
as the down pay ment and guarantee of our eternd salvation.

Today wewill learn about the fact that God usesthose who have the Holy Spirit in ther livesto
do His work. When we become Christians, Christ places the Holy Spirit in our lives. Aswe
yidd our livesto the Holy Soirit and allow Him to have control in our lives, the Holy Spirit
gves us thewisdom and power to do thework of the Lord. We aso seethat God gves people
different abilities and talents so that they can servethe Lord effectively. People were gven
many different abilities and talents in the Old Tesament in order to build the tabernacle and its
furnishings. Wewill dso learn what M ases did when he saw the rebellion of the people against
God.

Today wewill learn about severa of the other pieces of furniture that wereto be built for the
tabernacle. Thealtar of incense was made of acaciawood and covered with gold. It wasto be
placed in the holy place so that only the veil separated it from the mercy seat in the holy of
holies. The priestswereto burn incense on it every morning and every evening at thetimethat
the lamps had fresh oil added to them. This was aso the time when the morning and evening
sacrifices wereto be offered. Theincenseis apictureof prayer. Wemust pray and fellowship
with the Lord every day if weredly want to experience the blessing of the Lord.

God did not forget anything Because Heis God, He dway s remembers everything. Here God
told how the money should be provided for the daily care of thetabernacle. All of the men that
weretwenty years of age or older wereto give ahaf shekel once ayear. The shekd was avery
small piece of silver that every person could afford topay even if hewas very poor. For this
reason the rich person and the poor personwere both supposedto pay the same amount. They
were dl to gvethe same amount to make atonement for ther souls. Here we seethat it does
not matter whether aperson is rich or poor. Everyoneis accepted by God.

4. Read Exodus 30:1-21 and write what other piece of furniture M oseswas toldto makein
these verses.

5. Explain why dl of the men wereto gveahalf shekel each year to make atonement for their
souls.
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6. Explain why it isimportant toyouto know that God will accept everyonethat comestoHim
through Christ by faith.

Thelaver was the place where Aaron and his sons washed their hands and their feet before they
went intothetabernacle. God said that they wereto have clean hands and feet as they offered a
sacrifice. Otherwisethey would die. We also see an gpplication for us today as Chrigians. We
need to confess our sins each day so that it is not necessary for Godto bring judgment on us
because we allow unconfessed sin to remain in our lives. Inthe New Testament we seetha if
we dlow unconfessed sin to remain that it may be necessary for God to judge us with sickness
or even with physicd desth.

7. Read Exodus 30:1-21 and write how longthe priests wereto cortinueto obey this
instruction towash their hands and their feet.

8. Explain why the purpaose of thelaver in the Old Testament gives us an important lesson for
today .

9. Explain why it isimportart for you in your own lifeto make surethat you do nat alow
unconfessed sin to remain in your life.

God then gaveinstructions about a specia combination of spices that M oses wasto maketo
anoint the tabernacle, the furniture of the tabernacle as well as Aaron and his sons. These
spices wereto be combined in such away that they would make an oil for usein anointing these
various things and people. God aso sad that noperson wasto try and duplicate that oil or that
person wasto be removed from the people. M any peopletoday try to duplicate the work of the
Lord through their own efforts. However, our own effortswill dway s come short of the
requirements of God.

10. Read Exodus 30:22-38 and write what other thing M oses wastold to make from these
spices.

11. Explain why God did not want any of the peopletotry and duplicate the oil that wasto be
used in the tabernacle.

12. Explain why you know that the efforts of man will dways come short of the requirements
of God.

This incense was to be burned on the dtar of incense. Weread that this incense was to be made
of spices tha were beaten so that they were very fine. Again the people were warned not to
make this incense for themselves. It isvery easy for peopleto develop their own religon and
try to reach God through their own efforts. Herewe seethat we are not totry and imitate the
work of God. We arenot to try and reach God through our own way or produce our own
rdigon. Such efforts to reach God through our own strength will dway s fail.

13. Read Exodus 30:22-38 and write what God said would happento thepersonthat tried to
make asmell likethis incense.

14. Explain why peoplein any timein history could never reach God through their own efforts.
15. Explain why God makes it very clear to youthat you cannot dgpend on your own effortsto
try and please God.

God goes on to tell about the men that He had chosen to build the tabernacle and its furniture.

Even though these men wer e doing something that was physica labor, God chose them because
they met certain iritua qualifications. Thesewere men that were filled with the Holy Spirit.
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As aresult, the Holy Spirit gave them wisdom, understanding and knowledge as well as the
ability to dothework tha God had chosen themto do. Today God aso wants Chrigians tha
arefilled with the Holy Spirit. God ill gives wisdom, knowledge and understandingto those
who areyiddingther lives to the Holy Spirit sothat they arefilled with the Holy Spirit.

16. Read Exodus 31:1-18 and write the name of the first man that God had gven wisdom to
build the tabernacl e and its furnishings.

17. Explain why it isimportant for dl Christianstoyidd to the Holy Spirit sothat they are
filled with the Holy Spirit.

18. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto befilled and controlled by the Holy

Spirit.

Then God told M oses tha thepegple wereto keep the Sabbath (seventh day) as aday tha was
holy and set gpart forthe Lord. They were not to do any work onthat day. God said that any of
the Isradlites that worked onthe Sabbath day wereto be put to death. God had gven them that
day asaday of res sothat they could rest and worship the Lord. Asaresult, God gave avery
strict pendty for any that would disobey the command of God and work on that day. God said
that any person tha worked on the Sabbath day wasto beput to death.

19. Read Exodus 31:1-18 and write what God gaveto M oses after He had finished speskingto
M ases on the mountain.

20. Explain why God wanted thepeople of Isradl to set apart one day each week for the Lord.
21. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto have one day tha you set gart for the
Lord each week.

M oses was onthe mountain for atotd of forty days. Duringthat timethe pegpleforgot al
about thepromises that they had madeto servethe Lord. Then they asked Aaronto makethem
anidol that they could worship. Herewe seethat Aaron was avery weak Siritua leader. He
was not dependingon the Lord either. When the people requested an idol to worship, Aaron
told the women to gve their golden earrings to him and he would make an idol from the gold.
The people quickly brought their gold and gave it to Aaron. Aaron meted the gold and then
used an engraving took to make a golden calf for the peopleto worship.

22. Read Exodus 32:1-14 and write what the people said about the golden calf that Aaron had
made for them.

23. BExplain why youthink that thepeople forgot their promisesto God so quickly when M oses
was on the mountain.

24. Explain why youthink that Aaron was so willingto try and please the people by makingthe
golden calf after he had seen what God did in Egypt.

Aaron dso built an dtar for the golden caf and said that the next day would be afeast to the
Lord. Herewe seethat pegple can mean different things when they speak about the Lord.
Aaron sad that they were worshipingthe Lord as they worshipedthe golden cdf. Today many
peopletalk about servingthe Lord when they are not talking about serving Christ. Instead they
aretaking about servingsomefase god. The people of Isradl made afeast for their fase god.
Then they began to dance and commit immord acts that went aong with the worship of the
fase gods of Egypt.

25. Read Exodus 32:1-14 and writewhat God told M osesthat the people had done while hewas
on the mountain.
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26. Explain why it isimportant to makeit clear that we are serving Christ when we talk about
servingthe Lord.
27. Explain why the worship of fase gods often leads to various kinds of sin and immorality .

When God saw the sins of thepeople, Hetold M osesthat He would desroy thepeople of Isradl
and make a great nation from the family of M ases instead. Then M ases began to pray tothe
Lord for his people. Hereminded the Lord of theway tha the Lord had brought the people out
of Egypt. ThenM osessaid that the pegple of the nations would spesk against God if He
destroyed thepeople after He brought them out of Egypt. Moses also reminded God of His
promises to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. Here we seethat M oses had agreat concern for two
things. First, hehad agreat concern for his people. Second, he had a great concern to bring
dory to the name of God amongthe nations that surrounded that area

28. Read Exodus 32:1-14 and write what the Lord did when M oses asked the Lord to remember
His promisesto Abraham, | saac and Jacob.

29. Explain what the prayer of M oses teaches us about the way that we should pray for our
pemple.

30. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifetopray earnestly for the savation of
peopleyou know that have not yd trusted Chrid.

After M osesprayed to God for thepeagple of Isragl, M oses garted down the mountain withthe
two pieces of stonetha had the commandments written on them. AsM oses and Joshua came
closeto the camp of Isragl, Joshuasaid that he could hear a lot of noisein the camp. However,
it was not the noise of war but the noise of singng. The people were singing and shouting and
making much noise as they worshiped the golden caf that Aaron had made for them to worship.
31. Read Exodus 32:15-35 and write what M oses did with thetables of stone when he saw the
sins of thepeople.

32. Explain why the pegple of Isragl were having such aloud ceebration as they worshipedthe
golden calf that Aaron had made.

33. Explain why youthink that pegple often have loud wild parties when they are worshiping
fase gods.

M oses was very ang’y when he saw the sins of the pegple. First, hethrew thetables of stone
from the mountain and broke them. Then when he got to the camp of Isragl, hetook the golden
cadf and ground it to dus. Hemixed this dust with waer and made the peopledrink it. Then
M oses asked Aaron what had happened. Aaron immediately tried to pass the blameinstead of
admittingthat he had donewrong Aaron said that he had thrown the gold into thefire and the
cdf had come out of thefire. Hedid not admit that he had used an engravingtool to make the
cdf. Weae dso like Aaron when wefail to admit that we are wrong and bl ame someone else
instead.

34. Read Exodus 32:15-35 and write what M oses said to thepeople as he stood in the gate of
the camp.

35. Explain why M oses had such anger when he saw the sins of thepeople even though he had
just pray ed for the people before coming down the mountain.

36. Explain why youthink that Aaron tried to place the blame on the peoplefor his own sin of
making the golden calf.



Here M oses led thepeople to make adecision. Thosewho had ther trug in the Lord were
asked to stand up forthe Lord. ThenM osestold those who stood for the Lord to go throughout
the camp and kill those who were naked because of their worship of the golden caf. Then
those who sood for the Lord did as M osessaid. That day they killed about three thousand men.
We see herethat therewere many peoplethat had chosen to livein sin even after they had seen
al of themiracles that God had used to bringthem out of Egypt. They had forgottenthe
judgments that God had brought on Pharoah because of his sin and rebellion. Now they were
showing the same kind of rebel lion as they worshiped the golden calf.

37. Read Exodus 32:15-35 and write what M osestold thepeople that he would do the next day
because of ther sin.

38. Explain what lessons these verses teach y ou about the sinful and rebel lious nature of man.
39. Explain why it isimportart toyou inyour own lifeto choose to stand with thepeagple that
stand for the Lord.

The next day M oses cdled for aday of dedication and turningback to the Lord. Then M oses
went back up onthe mountaintopray for thepeople. M oseswas even willingto diefor the
sake of his people. Herewe seethat M oses had agreat love for the people even though they
wererebellious. Thisisared examplefor our own lives of thekind of concern that we should
have for others including those who are still in rebellion against God. When M oses said that he
was willingto diefor the sake of the people, Godtold M osesthat every man would be judged
for hisown sins. Today every personisstill responsiblefor his or her own sins. People are
condemned for their own sins. Herewe seethat God said that thepegple would be punished for
their sins.

40. Read Exodus 32:15-35 and write what God did to thepeople because they made the golden
cdf.

41. Explan what gave M oses such agreat lovefor his peoplethat he said he was even willing
to diefor the sake of his people.

42. Explain why it isimportant for you to share with othersthat they will be judged for their
sins if they refusethe forgveness and eternd lifethat Christ offers.

Lesson 14
Exodus 33:1-34:35

In our last lesson, we learned that M oses broke the tablets of stone with theTen
Commandments written on them that God had given him. M oses broke these tablets of stone
when he saw the sins on thepeople as they worshiped the golden caf and committed
immorality. Today wewill learn how God gave M oses another copy of thelaw. Again God
wrotethe law onpieces of stone so tha the law would be able to be kept permanently. God
wanted Hispeopleto havethelaw written down sothat it would be there to remind them of the
importance of being obedient. God aso wanted the law to bein the Ark of the Covenant
directly underneath the mercy seat where sin would be covered with blood until the blood of
Christ paid the pendty for sin.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following objectives to guideyou in your sudy.
By thetimeyou completethis lesson, y ou should be ableto:

Explain how God spoketoM ases in the tabernacle.

Tdl about the prayer of M oses.

Explain why M ases was gven asecond copy of the law.

Explain how M oses looked when he returned from meeting the Lord.

We begn our lesson by reading the promisethat God gaveto the people of Israd right after
they had sinned by worshiping the golden calf. God promised that He would take the people of
Israel to the land which He had promised to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. God aso said that He
would send an angdl before Israel to drive out the peoplethat lived in theland. God said that
theland that He was goingto gvethem was a land flowingwith milk and honey. However,
God said that He would nat be among the people as they went up to tha land because of their
sin.

1. Read Exodus 33:1-11 and write what the pegple did when they heard that God would not be
amongthem.

2. Explain why God reminded the people of Hispromises to Abraham, |saac and Jacob ri ght
after they had sinned.

3. BExplain why it is aso important for youto remind people of the promises of God when they
confess their sin.

God said that the people had very giff necks so Hewould not go among them or the people
would be destroyed. We go on to read that M osesput up atemporary tabernaclethat is caled
the tabernacle of the congregation. We will read about the building of the permanent tabernacle
in afew chapters. Thistemporary tabernacle was set up outside the camp of Israd. Thosewho
wanted to seek the Lord had to go out of the camp. Today many peopleleave Christ out of their
lives and do not make it apoint to meet withthe Lord. They do nat make Him the center of
their lives.

4. Read Exodus 33:1-11 and write what the pegple did when M oseswent out tothistabernacle.
5. Explain why God told peopletha they wereto go outside the camp to thetemporary
tabernacle when they wanted to worship Him.
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6. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour lifeto make Christ the center of your life.

When M oses wert into the tabernacle, the pillar of cloud came down and stood at the entrance
to thetabernacle. Then the Lord began to spesk toMoses. Asthe Lord spoketoMosesinthe
tabernacle, the people stood in the entrances of ther tents and worshiped the Lord. The Lord
spoketo M oses face to face just theway that friends speak to each other. Herewe seethat the
Lord is afriend of those who trust in Him. We do not need to be afraid to spesk tothe Lord
when we have our trust in Him because Heis our friend. Hewill listen to us.

7. Read Exodus 33:1-11 and writewho stay ed at the tabernacle when M oses returned tothe
camp.

8. BExplan why it is very important for Chrigians to undersgand tha the Lord is our friend.

9. Explain why you are thankful that you do nat need to be afraid to gpeak directly tothe Lord.

Weread about some of thethings that were said as M ases and the Lord taked together. M oses
redized that He needed help. Heredlized again that He could not lead and guide the peoplein
His own grength. For this reason, M oses asked the Lord to show himtheway to go. M oses
aso had adesireto know the Lord better. Even though we are servingthe Lord, we also need
to get to know the Lord better. The more welearn about the Lord, the more we realize how
littlewe actualy know. M oses aso reminded the Lord that thepeople of Isragl werethe pegple
of the Lord.

10. Read Exodus 33:12-23 and write what the Lord promised M oses about Hispresence.

11. Explain why Christian leaders today realy need to seek the guidance of the Lord in order to
lead others effectively.

12. Explain why the more you get to know the Lord, the moreyou redize how much you still
haveto learn.

M oses was gven awonderful promisethat aso appliesto ustoday if we have placed our trust
in Christ. As Chrigians, we know tha Christ iswith us & al times. He gives us peace and rest
because we have placed our trust in Him. M ases thenprayed that God would make the pecple a
separatepeopletha were set gpart for God. As Chrigians, we are also set apart for the service
of theLord. God said that Hewould se thepeople epart as anation toserve Him. God dso
sad that He knew thepeople by name. God still knowsthe name of each person that trugsin
Him. God takes apersond interest in every personthat follows Him.

13. Read Exodus 33:12-23 and write what M oses asked the Lord to show him.

14. Explain why it is important for each Christian to understand tha Christ has set him or her
gpart for the Lord.

15. Explain what it means to you in your own lifeto know tha the Lord knowsyou by name.

AsM osesprepared to lead the people from the desert intothe land that God had promised,

M oses requested anew vision of God. Hewanted toseethedory of God. God agreed to let

M oses see His dory. However, God said that M oses could not see the face of God or he would
die. Then God said that Hewould place M oses in aholein therock. There God would cover
M oses with His hand as He passed by therock. God said that after He had passed by that He
would remove His hand so that M oses could see the back of God.

16. Read Exodus 33:12-23 and write what M oseswould not see when God passed by him as
God covered him in the rock.
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17. Explain why youthink that God told M oses tha hewould die if he saw the face of God.
18. Explain why it is dso important for you inyour lifeto see and recognize the glory of the
Lord.

We go onto read that the Lord told M osesto make two new tablets of $one so tha God could
writethelaw on them. Thesewereto replacethefirst pieces of stonethat M oses had broken.
Then the Lord told M osesto get ready to come up the mountain to meet the Lord in the
morning. Today it isaso good for us to meet the Lord each morningwith atime of Bible study
and prayer. That way we are prepared to serve the Lord throughout theday. The Lord aso
warned M osestotdl the people again that no one was dlowed to touch the mountain.

19. Read Exodus 34:1-17 and write what M osestook in his hands as he went up the mountain.
20. Explain why the Lord was goingto replace the copy of thelaw that M oses had broken with
anew copy of the law.

21. Explain why it isimportant foryou in your own lifeto haveadaily timeto meet the Lord
through Bible study and prayer.

The Lord met M oses as M oses came up the mountain. Then the Lord gpoketo M oses again.
TheLord told M osesthat He would show kindness and mercy tothose who placed their trust in
Him. However, God aso gave awarning about those who continued to livein sin and
rebelion. God sad that their sins would affect their grandchildren and even their great
gandchildren. Today many peoplethink that it does not matter if they sin becausethey are
only hurting themselves. However, God reminds us herethat sins can affect afamily for
severd generations.

22. Read Exodus 34:1-17 and writewhat M oses did when God spoke to him on the mountain.
23. Explain why you are thankful that God has chosen to show kindness and mercy to al of
thosetha have placed their trust in Chrig.

24. Explain why youthink that the sins of people will affect their children, their grandchildren
and even their great grandchildren.

M oses redized that he must worship the Lord. Today we also need to redize the importance of
worshipingthe Lord. Heisthe Creator of al things and deserves our worship and praise. Then
M oses poketothe Lord again. Hetold the Lord that thepegple were sinful and did not wak in
theway that the Lord wanted them towak. M oses asked the Lord to forgve the people and
wak amongthem. After M oses poketothe Lord, God reminded M oses tha He had made a
covenant with thepeople. God said tha He would do great wonders when He led the people
into theland. Everyonewould be ableto seethat the Lord was doinga great and powerful
work as He helped Israd to take possession of the land.

25. Read Exodus 34:1-17 and writewhat God said the pegple should do with thethings that He
commanded them.

26. Explain why it isimportant for usto have compassion for people and pray for them even
when they areliving in sin.

27. Explain what lessons you learn for your own life from the love and compassion of M oses
for his people.

Israel was told to hear and then obey what God toldthem. Herewe seethat we areto do more
than just listento the Word of God. We are aso instructed to obey the things that God says.

Then God promised to drive out thepeoplethat werein theland. God aso warned Isragl not to
make any treaties with thepegplethat lived in theland. Such treaties would only cause the
people of Israd to betricked by thedevil. God adso wanted the people of Isradl to destroy the
fase gods of the pegplethat lived in the land so that they would nat be tempted toworship
them. God warned them not to marry or gvetheir children in marriage to the people of the
land.

28. Read Exodus 34:1-17 and writewhat God told thepeopletha they were not to make when
they cameinto theland.

29. Explain why youthink that Israel was told to destroy thefase gods of the other nations.
30. Explain why youthink that it is very important for Christiansto only marry Christians
today .

God again reminded M oses about the times that thepeople wereto sd aside to worship the
Lord. They weretoldto keep thefeast of unleavened bread for seven days each year. The
people were aso to gvethefirst-born of their cattle, oxen and sheep as asacrifice to God.
Instead of gvingthefirst-born ass, they wereto redeem it by subgitutingalamb. M oses was
aso to instruct thepeopleto bringan offeringfor thefirst son that was born tothem. God aso
sad that thepeople wereto work only six day s aweek even during the busiest time of theyear.
31. Read Exodus 34:18-35 and write how many times the men wereto appear beforethe Lord.
32. Explain why God told thepeoplethat they could redeem their first-born ass by sacrificing a
lamb in its place.

33. Explain why youthink that God told the people of Israd that they wereto bring an offering
for thefirst sonthat was born tothem.

Here we seethat there were three feasts each y ear when al of the men of Israel wereto gather
together before the Lord to worship Him. God warted to remind the pegple about thethings
that He had donefor them. Jud asthepeoplewereto gvethefirst of ther flocks to the Lord,
they weredso to gvethefirst of their cropstothe Lord. Then Godtold thepeopletha they
wereto avoid the sinful ways of worship of thepeoplein the nations around them.

34. Read Exodus 34:18-35 and write how long M oses was onthe mountain with the Lord this
time.

35. Explain why these three feasts show tha it is important for people to gather together to
worship the Lord and not just worship by themselves.

36. Explain why youthink that God set aside three times each year when al of the men of Israd
wereto gather together to worship Him.

M oses pent nearly six weeks aonewith the Lord. Hewas having such awonderful time with
the Lord that he did not even eat duringthat time. After M oses ert thistimewith the Lord,
he came down from the mountain. The face of M oses shone very brightly because of thetime
that he had pent donewith the Lord. Everyone could seethat M oses had been withthe Lord.
If wewill spend time regularly with the Lord, our lives will also be changed. Others pemple
will recognizethat the Lord is changngour lives as we spend time with him.

37. Read Exodus 34:18-35 and write how the people of Isradl reacted when they saw that the
face of M oses was shining

38. Explain why spending time alone with the Lord each day will also change our lives.

39. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto pent timewiththe Lord so that He
can changeyour life.
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The people were afraid when they saw the face of M oses shining so brightly. They refused to
come closeto him. Finaly M osesput acoveringover hisface. Then the people cameto him.
When the people gathered around him, M oses gave them the commandments of the Lord. After
M oses had gpent timewith the Lord, it was easy for him to gpesk the Word of God. Thiswas
true even though he had told God afew months earlier that he could not spesk. Herewelearn
an important lesson for our own lives. It will be easy for us to gpesak for the Lord when we have
spert time donewith God letting Him spesk to us.

Exodus 35:1-36:38

A few chapters ago we studied theplan that was gven to M oses for the building of the
tabernacle. We saw that M oses was reminded severd times to remember to build the tabernacle
accordingto the plan that God had gven him. Today we will begn to study the actua building
of thetabernacle. Our study will teach us about the way that thepeople gaveto thelLord in
order to build the tabernacle. We will aso learn more about the men that were used by Godto
build the tabernacle. We seethat these men werefilled with the Holy Sirit. Then wewill
begin to study about the building of the furniture that was in the tabernacle.

One of thethings that has been emphasized severd times in the book of Exodusis the
importance of keepingthe Sabbath. God wanted thepeopleto redize the importance of resting
oneday each week. God said that any who worked onthe Sabbath day wereto be put to death.
Today God gill wants usto set aside one day each week when we can worship and serve Him.
It isvery important for Christiansto have one day each week when they can rest so tha they
will be more effectivefor the Lord throughout the rest of the week.

1. Read Exodus 35:1-19 and write who was to bring an off eringto the Lord to build the
tabernacle.

2. BExplan why God said that the pegple of Isragl wereto put apersonto degth if heworked on
the Sabbath.

3. BExplain why you know that youwill be more effective for the Lord if you taketimeto rest
and be renewed by the Lord.

Today there are some Christians that gveto the work of the Lord becausethey fed that other
Christians might say somethingif they do not gveto thework of the Lord. However, God does
not want us to gvejust because wefeel that we have an obligation to gveto theLord. God
will not bless us if that is our reason for gving. Instead we seethat God wants us to gve
because of the love that we have for Him in our hearts. Hewants usto gvewillingy. When
wegvewith awillingheart, then the Lord will bless us because we have theright attitude.

4. Read Exodus 35:1-19 and write who M oses said should make the things that the Lord had
commanded.

5. Explain why it isimportant for peopleto gveto the Lord because of love in their hearts
instead of doing it becausethey fed obligated to gve.

6. BExplain why youthink that the Lord wants awilling heart and aright atitudefromyou in
your life.
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Here we seethe kind of peoplethat the Lord can use effectively to work for Him. God wants
peoplethat are wisehearted. This means that they mug dgoend on the wisdom tha has been
gven to them by the Lord instead of tryingto depend on their own wisdom. We seethat God
wantspeoplethat are depending on the Holy Spirit for guidance instead of tryingto do things
accordingto their own plans. Today God gill uses those who are depending on the wisdom that
God gves. Thisiswhy it isvery important for us towork under the leadership of the Holy
Spirit and depend on the Sirit for guidance as we do the work of the Lord.

9. BExplanwhy it is very important foryou inyour lifeto learn to do dl that you dothrough the
quidance and leadership of the Holy Spirit.

M oses told the people dl of the materials that would be needed for the tabernacle. Then the
peoplewent back to ther tents. However, they did nat forget about the needs that M oses had
listed. Instead they went back totheir tents to prepare an offeringfor the Lord. The Lord had
worked in the hearts of many of thepeople so that they wantedto gveto theLord. They came
with their gfts with willing hearts because they were dlowing God to guidether lives. Thisis
one reason a Christian | eader does not need to begfor money. Instead he should pray that the
Lord will guidethe hearts of others. Thenpeoplewill gvewith willing hearts because of their
lovefor the Lord.

10. Read Exodus 35:20-35 and write what groups gaveto help build the tabernacle of the Lord.
11. Explain why it isimportant for the Lord towork in the hearts of the people so tha they have
adesireto givetothe Lord.

12. Explain why you wart to gveto the Lord out of aheart of love so that you gvewith a
willing heart.

God uses both men and women who have put their trug in Him. Weread that the pegple gave
ther jewdry for the gold that was needed. The men also looked through their possessions until
they foundthe materias that were needed for the tabernacle. The wisehearted women were
aso preparingther offerings for the Lord. The women prepared the materias that were needed
for the curtains and coverings. Theleaders dso brought precious stones for the ephod and
bresstplate. Everyonewhowas willingdid what he or she could do to help.

13. Read Exodus 35:20-35 and write the names of the men who wereto supervisethe actud
construction of thetabernacle.

14. Explain why God wanted thepeoplethat gaveto Himto gvefrom awilling heart for the
tabernacle.

God had gven these men the necessary wisdom for the job tha He wanted them to do. God
will dway s gve us the needed wisdom and understanding for the ministry that God has for us
to do. Weadso learn another lesson about leadership here. God had gven M osesthe
instructions for the building of the tabernacle. However, M oses did not take charge of the work
himsdlf. Asaleader hewas responsible for many things. Asaresult, healowed the Lord to
quide him to the men that the Lord had equipped to lead thework. Then he gavethem the
responsibility for thework. Hetruged them towork under the guidance of the Holy Spirit.
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16. Read Exodus 35:20-35 and write with what the Lord had filled these men that God prepared
to lead the work.

17. Explain why it isimportart totrain men to work under the guidance of the Holy Spirit
instead of letting them become dependent upony ou.

Asthe Lordprovided the materids through the gfts of the people, the work onthe tabernacle
began. However, the men that were buildingthe tabernacle soon had aproblem. The people
continued to bringther gfts for the tabernacle every morning. These offerings were generous
offerings that thepeople werefredy giving. They were not holding back and hopingthat
someone elsewould give. Instead they willingly gavetheir giftstothe Lord so that the
tabernacle could be completed quickly.

20. Explain what we learn about the gvingof the people as they gavefreely for the building of
thetabernacle.

Here we seethat theproblem of the workers was the fact that the pegple were gvingtoo
generously for thework of theLord. They gave so many gfts for the building of the tabernacle
that the workers had more than enough. They could not even use dl of the materials that the
people had brought. Theworkers cameto M oses and asked him to tell the pegpleto sap
gving Asaresult, M ases had to make anew commandment tellingthe peopleto sop gving
Only after M ases made the commandment did the peoplefindly stop gving

22. Read Exodus 36:1-19 and write how much they had for the building of the tabernacle when
the people stopped gving.

23. Explain what lessons we can | earn from these people about theway to gveto thework of
the Lord.

24. Explain why it is excitingto realize that M oses had to ask thepeopleto stop gving because
they had gven so much.

Today mog Chrigtian leaders would probably be very happy to have theproblem that M oses
and the leaders of thework had. We never hear leaders today who say that the pegple have
gventoo much. We go onto read that it was the wisehearted men who made the curtains for
thetabernacle. These curtains had loops to hold the curtains together so tha the different
curtains made onetabernacle. Inthe sameway today thelives and gifts of many different
Christians in a church are held together by the Holy Spirit and make one body .

25. Read Exodus 36:1-19 and write the kind of curtains that are mentioned after the linen
curtains.

26. Explain why it isimportant to know tha those who work under the guidance of the Holy
Spirit will be wisehearted workers.

27. Explain why it isimportant for you to know tha the Lord has gven people different gifts
and different abilities so that al of the work of the Lord can be done.

The tabernacle had two sets of curtains and two coverings of skins above the curtains. The
beautiful curtains on theinside were made of finelinen. These curtains of linen were covered
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with curtains made from the hair of goats. Ontop of the goats' hair curtains was a covering
made from the skins of rams. These skins were dyed so that they werered in color. Finally the
covering made from the skins of rams was covered with acovering made from the skins of
badgers.

28. Read Exodus 36:1-19 and write how many bronze clasps were useto hold the curtain
together and makeit one complete unit.

29. Explain what these verses teach about the privilege of gvingto the Lord for His work.

30. Explain why youthink that the Lord built the tabernaclein such away that the beauty was
on the inside because of the coverings of skin.

We go on to read about the boards that were made for the frame of thetabernacle. These
boards show thé thetabernacle was not built to be ahuge building. In fact the tabernacle was
not large in any way. The completetabernacle was only fifteen feet high. Then the tabernacle
weas fifteen feet wide and forty-fivefeet in length. Each board that made up thewall of the
tabernacle was twenty-seven inches wide. On the bottom of each board was two tenons. The
purpose of these tenons wasto hold the boards inplace. In this way the tabernacle was built so
that it would stand firmly. It could adso be taken down and set up quickly asthe pegple of Isradl
traveled through the wilderness on their way to the land of Canaan.

32. Explain why God made atabernacle that was actudly quite small (only 45 feet by 15 feet)
where He met the people.

Therewere twenty boards on each of thelongsides. Thesewereheld in place by forty tenons
which fitted into forty sockets. These sockets were made of silver. In addition to the tenons
and the silver sockets, there was dso one other thingthat was doneto help holdthe boards
firmly in place. Thelongwalls were held together by five bars. The center bar ran the entire
length of the side. These bars were made of acaciawood which was the samewood that was
used for the boards of the tabernacle.

34. Read Exodus 36:20-38 and write what was used to cover the boards and the bars of the
walls of the tabernacle.

35. Explain why it was important for the sides of the tabernacle to be held together by five bars.
36. Explain why youthink that the Lord choseto gve such detailed instructions about the way
to build the tabernacle.

We mentioned earlier in our study of the book of Exodus that these bars and boards gveus a
picture of Christ. Thewood gves us apicture of thefact tha Christ is man. The gold gives us
apictureof thefact tha Christ is aso God. Asthe God-man, Christ is ableto gpesk to God for
men. That iswhy we no longer need to be afraid when we have placed our trust in Christ. We
know that Chrig is gpeakingto the Father for us. When Christ gpesksto the Father, He does
not haveto mention our works. Ingead Christ is ableto spesk of Hiswork for us. Chrig tells
the Father tha His blood paid the pendty for our sin and tha we accepted tha pay ment by
placing our faith and trust in Christ. The Father saysthat Heis satisfied withthe payment and
so that iswhy we are ableto stand before the Father without sin.

We go on to read about the vells of the tabernacle. The men who made these vells made them
accordingto the pattern that God had shownto M oses inthe mountain. Theinner veil was the
vell that separated the holy place from the holy of holies. Theinner veil of thetemplewas the
onethat was ripped from the top to the battom when Chrig died on the cross for our sin. The
outer vell was the veil that was used to separate the holy place from the outer court.

Exodus 37:1-38:31

In our last lesson we began to study about the actud building of thetabernacle. Today we will
learn about the building of much of the furniturethat wasplaced in thetabernacle. We have
dready seen tha thesepieces of furniture give us many pictures of Christ. Inour study of these
chapters we will learn some additiona | essons from these pieces of furniture. Wewill also
learn how much it cost to build thetabernacle and the furniture that was placed in the
tabernacle.

Asyou gudy this lesson, y ou should use the following obj ectives to guideyou in your sudy.

Bezadd was the man who built the Ark of the Covenant. We have already learned that God
gave Bezdel specid wisdom and understanding so that he could build the furniture of the
tabernacle. This wisdom was given to him through the Holy Spirit. Herewe seethat the Holy
Soirit prepares people for many kinds of ministry that do nat necessarily involve the use of
spiritud gfts. Thekey that we see hereis that the Holy Spirit wasthe source of that wisdom.
Like many of the other parts of thetabernacle and furniture, the Ark of the Covenant was made
with acaciawood that was covered with gold. This ark was to have threethings put into it.
Those things were the tablets of gonetha had the lawv written on them, apat of mannaand the
rod of Aaron. Wewill learn more about these things in the book of Numbers.

1. Read Exodus 37:1-16 and write what was used to make the mercy seat ontop of the Ark of
the Covenant.

2. Explain how the preparation of Bezeld for the work that God had for him to do showsthat
the Holy Spirit isthe source of dl godly wisdom.

3. BExplain why you are thankful for thefact tha the Holy Spirit has aso gven you iritua
gfts, tdents and abilities to servethe Lord.

The mercy seat was made of pure gold because it was on the mercy seet tha the requirements
of aholy God were met. Because God is holy, He required the shedding of blood as a covering
for sin. Of course we know that the blood placed on the mercy seat did not take away sin.
Rather this blood was acoveringfor sin until thetimethat Christ died. When Christ died, His
blood was the pay ment that took away sin because He was without sin. Only the blood of
Christ is sufficient to remove the sin of any person in any period of time.

4. Read Exodus 37:1-16 and write how many cherubim were on the mercy seat tha was onthe
ark.

5. Explain why the blood placed on the mercy seat could cover sin but could never take avay
sin.
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6. Explain why it isimportant toyouto know that when Christ shed His blood for your sin and
that His blood was abletotake avay your sin.

The mercy seat was built onthetop of the Ark of the Covenant. The high priestsput the blood
on the mercy seat oneday each year as coveringfor the sins of the people. First heplaced
blood as acoveringfor his own sins and then he brought blood as a covering for the sins of the
people. One cherubim was placed on each end of the mercy seat. Weread that the cherubim
spread their wings over the mercy seat. Thetwo cherubim faced each other. In addition ther
faces dso faced the mercy seat wherethe blood was placed each year. These cherubim were
made from asinge piece of gold.

7. Read Exodus 37:1-16 and write what was used to cover thetable that is mentioned in these
VErses.

8. Explain why thelaw was placed in the Ark of the Covenant sothat the blood placed on the
mercy seat was aso placed over the law.

9. BExplain why it isimportant toyouto know that the blood of Christ aso blotted out your sin.

Thetable of showbread was theplace where a loaf of bread was placed for each of thetwelve
tribes of Isragl. Fresh bread was placed on this table each week. Aswe mentioned earlier in
our study of Exodus, this bread is a picture of Christ who is our Bread of Life. Truly Chrig is
theonly bread that redly saisfies. Christ meets our siritua hunger so that we will never have
spiritua hunger again. Aswelearn to trust Chrig to supply our spiritual needs, we grow in our
understanding of thelif ethat we have in Christ and learn how to become more like Christ.

10. Read Exodus 37:1-16 and writewhat Bezald used to mak e the utensils for the table of
showbreed.

11. Explain what the Ark of the Covenant, the mercy seat and thetable of showbread teach us
about Christ.

12. Explain why you are thankful that Chrig isthe Bread of Lifethat can satisfy your siritua

hunger.

We have dready mentioned thefact that the lampstand is apicture of Christ, the Light of the
world. Aswethink about thefact tha Christ is our Light, we learn several very important
lessons. Weredizethat before we met Christ we werein darkness and did not know wherewe
weregoing. It is Christ tha took away the darkness of sin that was in our lives. It is Christ that
will dso change the sinful hearts of other people by fillingthem with His Light. Because Christ
is Light, He dso makes us lights in the world so that we can shine for Him.

13. Read Exodus 37:17-29 and write how many branches were on the lampstand.

14. Explain why it isimportant tha Christ isthe Light that takes away the darkness of sin.

15. Explain how your own lifeis changingas you learn to walk in the Light more and more of
thetime.

Thesix branches each had alamp at the end of the branch. In addition, therewas aso alamp at
thetap of the main part of thelampsand. Each of these seven lamps had abowl for the oil that
was burned in that lamp. Therewere dso golden flowers, a monds and knobs on the lampstand.
Thefact tha there were seven lamps on the lampstand gves us another picture of God. Seven
is the number that God uses for perfection or completeness. God isthe Onetha isperfect. God
isthe Onethat completes dl things. He does these things through Christ, the Light of the
World. This should cause each Christian to regoice.

17. Explain why God often usesthe number seven in the Bibleto show completeness or
perfection.

18. Explain why you are thankful for thefact tha the furniture in thetabernacle helps youto
understand some of the names of Christ morefully.

The dtar of incense was the place where incense was burned as asweet smell tothelLord. In
thisway theincenseis apicture of the communion and communi cation that people can have
with God. Just like ahuman father, God wants usto tak with Him and do those things that
please Him. Today we no longer burn incense. Our communication with God is through
prayer. Now we can comedirectly toGod in prayer because Christ is our mediator that spesks
to God for us. Chrig isthe Onethat paid our pendty so tha He could be our mediator.

19. Read Exodus 37:17-29 and writewhat Bezeld used to makethe anointing oil and the pure
incense.

20. Explain what lessons the golden lampstand and the dtar of incense teach us about Christ.
21. Explain why you are thankful that y ou can persondly tak to God and communicate with
Him through pray er and Bible study.

We have just studied al of the pieces of furniturethat were inside the tabernacle. Now we
cometo the furniture that was inthe court of thetabernacle. The piece of furniturethat was
closest tothetabernacle was the dtar of burnt offering. It was on this dtar tha the sacrifices
were offered. A gain we are reminded of the fact that Chrig is our sacrifice. Christ was the One
that gave His lifeto pay the pendty for our sins. By the death of Christ and the shedding of His
blood, the pendty for sinwaspaid. That iswhy theonly thingthat we need to doto have
eternd lifeisto repent of our sin, accept that payment by Chrig and believe in His resurrection.

23. BExplain why the dtar of burnt offeringreminds us that it was necessary for Christ to come
as our sacrificeto take away our sin.

Aswelook at thedtar of burnt offering, we notice several very interesting things about it. It
was square. It had horns on each of thefour corners. Therewereaso certain tools that were
made to be used in the offering of the sacrifices. Instead of asolid bottom, the dtar had ag ae.
This made it possible for the ashes to fall below the dtar so that they could beremoved. Here
we are reminded again of thefact that God is aGod of order who does things in such away tha
there will be no confusion. Theremova of the ashes would not hinder the sacrificing of the
sacrifices.

25. Read Exodus 38:1-17 and write what type of meta was used for the atar of burnt offering
and the laver.

26. Explain why the laver shows us the importance of confessing our sins daily so that we are
cleansed.

27. Explain how the continua off ering of sacrifices in the Old Testament helpsyouto
understand why it was necessary for Christ to cometo take away sin.

We have seen that bronze gves us apicture of Christ because this same meta was used to make
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the bronze sempent that Chrig said was apicture of Himsdf. We aso notice that it was gold
that was used for the furniture inside the tabernacle whil e bronze was used for the furniture that
was outside thetabernacle. Thelaver was aso avery importart piece of furniture. It wasthe
place where the priestswashed their hands before they offered the sacrifices. In order to be
effectivein our servicefor Christ, we need to confess our sins first. Thepriestswashed ther
hands before they offered a sacrifice as a coveringfor sins whil e we confess our sins to Christ
so that we will be effective as we serve Him. Conf ession of sins is somethingthat we need to
do every day and some day swe need to confess many times during the day .

28. Read Exodus 38:1-17 and writewhat Bezeld madeto go around the outside of the area
where the sacrifices were offered.

29. Explain what the pieces of furniturein the court of the tabernacle teach us about Christ.

We go on to read how the people made the curtains that surrounded the court of the tabernacle,
These curtains divided the camp from thetabernacle. As aresult, they gveus ared picture of
separation. When we put our trust in Chrig, our desire should beto separate ourselves from sin
so that we can live holy lives that pleasethe Lord. Thiswill give us great freedom as we serve
the Lord. When we placed our trust in Christ, wewere sgparated to Him for His service. Every
Christian is aservant of God and has the privilege of servingHim. Thisis a great privilege that
we have been given by the Lord to have the opportunity to be apart of those who serve Him.

We dso noticethat
therewas only one gatethat led into thetabernacle. Thisistheway that it is withsavation.
Christ isthe only way tha we can cometo the Father. Christ istheonly Onethat can gve us
savation. Therearenot avariety of waysto God. Instead each person must make the choiceto
place his or her trust in Christ becausethereis no other way to have eternd life.

We go on to read about the cost of thetabernacle. Eveninthe cost of the tabernaclewe see a
picture of Christ. Thetabernacle cost the people money, materiads and time. However, our
savation cost Christ Hislife. Jug sthe people gavewillingly topay for the cos of the
tabernacle, Christ willindy gave His lifeto pay for the cost of our savation sothat we could
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havelife. Christ was the obedient Son of His Father and gave His lifeto pay the pendty for our
sins. Christ paid the greatest cost possible because Christ gave His lifefor our sins. This was
even pictured in the tabernacle because the furniture of the tabernacle was placed in such away
that the pieces of furnituretogether formed across.

Christ gave us an example of theway tha we should gveto theLord. Christ gave Hisllife.

M any times wethink that we have given enough to the Lord when we give some money for His
work. However, thethingthat Chrig redly wants usto gve Himis our life by placing our faith
and trust in Him. Oncewe do that we will have adesireto give Him our time and our servicein
thankfulness for thelifethat He has gven us. Christ invites us to serve Him by takingthe
Word of God to othersso tha they will learn how to put ther trugt in Christ. We aso see that
every man contributed to the cog of building the tabernacle.

When everythingwas done,
thedory of the Lord filled the tabernacle.

As we have been studyingthe building of the tabernacl e, we have followed an interesting order.
We began with God and the place where God meets man. Then we studied the furniture which
gav e us many pictures of how God meets man through Christ. In each picturewe seethat it
was Christ that did everythingto purchase our sdvation. We dso saw that Christ isthe only
way to enter into eternd life. Now wefinally cometo man. We seethat Christ has dready
done everythingto make it possible for man to cometo God. That iswhy the only thing that
man can do is accept wha Christ has dready done for man and place his faith and trust in
Christ.

This meanstha thethings that we learn about Aaron are
pictures for our own lives. Aaron had the names of al of thetribes of Israd on stones that were
placed on his shoulders. This was aconstant reminder to him that he wasto pesk tothe people
for God. Today we dso havethe privilege and responsibility to gpesk to God for the pegplein
our lives. Aswe speak toGod for them in prayer, we are dso to gpeak to them for God.

4. Read Exodus 39:1-21 and write what kind of stonewas used on the ephod for the names of
the peopleof Israd.

5. BExplain why it isimportant to know tha the New Tetament saystha every Chrigianisa
priest of God.

6. Explain what it meansto you in your own lifeto know tha God choseyou to be apriest of

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In addition to the gones on the shoulders of Aaron, there were also stones on the bresstplate of
Aaron. These stones hadthe names of dl of thetribes of Isradl placed closeto the heart of
Aaron. Thiswas dsoto remind himto pray to God for the peogple. Today we live anmong many
peoplethat have not yet placed ther faith and trust in Chrig. We dso have the responsibility to
pray and gpeak to God about the gpiritua needs of these pegple. Asthe priess of Godtoday,
weareto pray toGod for thase spiritua needs and then spesk tothosepeoplefor God. Just as
the breastplate and the ephod were not to be separated from each other, thesetwo
responsibilities cannot be separated from each other in our lives.

8. Explain what the ephod and the breastplate teach us about our regponsibilities as the priests
of God.

9. BExplain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto spesk toGod in prayer for thepeople
that you know andto share the Word of God asyou gpesk tothosepeople for God.

We go on to read about the other clothes that were made for Aaron, the high priest. Therewas
abluerobethat Aaron wore. Blue spoke of separation. As Chrigians, we are set apart for the
service of God. Therobe had bells and pomegranates on the bottom sothat the people would
know every movethat the high priest made especia ly when he went intothe tabernacle. Today
those who are not Chrigians are watching every movethat we make. They want to seeif our
actions agree with our words. Since we know that people are watchingour lives, we need to
pray and ask Christ to gve us the strength to do what is right.

10. Read Exodus 39:22-43 and write what kinds of coats the pegple made for Aaron and his
Sons.

11. Explain why it isimportant for each Christian as he or she grows in Christ to learn that al
Christians are set gpart for serviceto God.

12. Explain why it isimportant toyou inyour own lifeto live so that y our actions agree with
your words wheny ou gpeak about Christ.

The coat, miter and turban for the head of Aaron were dl made of fine linen. The plate of the
holy crown was made of pure gold. Inthe New Testament we seetha crowns are so
mentioned. If we have been faithful in our servicefor the Lord, we will aso be gven crowns.
The crown of Aaron had somethingwritten onit. The crown said, HOLINESSTO THE
LORD. Today our lives areaso to beholy. Thisisimpossiblein our own strength. However,
it is possibleto live holy lives by lettingthe Lord control our lives and conf essing any sin
immediately.

13. Read Exodus 39:22-43 and write how the people obey ed the commandments of the Lord
about thetabernacle.

14. Explain why the crown that Aaron wore as the high priest had on it aplatethat said
HOLINESSTO THE LORD.

15. Explain why you know that it is necessary for youto continudly yield your lifeto the Lord
in order to liveaholy life.

We aso see an example of theway that we areto work forthe Lord. We areto do everything
that the Lord commands usto do. M any timesiit is easy for usto do apart of ajob and not
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completeit. God wants usto betatdly obedient tothethings that Hetells usto do. We seethat
there are real results when we are obedient to the Lord. Thepeagple completed the tabernacle
because they were obedient. We will aso be ableto completethethings that the Lord gves us
to do if we are obedient to Him.

16. Read Exodus 39:22-43 and write what the people did with the various parts of the
tabernacle when they had completed them.

17. Explain why it isimportant for Christiansto be obedient to the Lord sothat we can
completethe work tha He gves each of usto do.

18. Explain how your persond obedienceto the Lord makes it possible for Him to complete His
work that He has for youthrough your life.

Weare adso gven areal lesson about leadership. M oses had taught thepeoplethat built the
tabernacleto work under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. As aresult, it was nat necessary for
M oses to be continudly checkingon their work to make certain that they were doing it the right
way. M oses had faith and trug in thepeople because he knew that they were depending on the
Holy Spirit. Moses knew that the work would be done exactly asthe Lord wanted it done. As
leaders, wetrain people how to dothework of the Lord and totrug inthe Holy Spirit. Then we
can trust pegpleto do thework theright way because we have taught them what to do and how
to depend onthe Holy Spirit.

19. Read Exodus 39:22-43 and write what M oses saw when he looked at the work tha the
people had done.

20. Explain what lessons you learn about effective spiritua leadership from these verses.

21. Explain why it isimportart in your own lifeto learn to work under the guidance of the Holy

Sirit.

When M oses looked at the completed work, he saw that thepeople had completed the work
exactly as God had gpoken. Then the Lord spoketoMoses and told himto s up the
tabernacle. ThelLord even gavethe exact day when the tabernacle should be set up. Then God
told M oses how to bring the furnitureinto the tabernacle. Thefirst piecethat M oses wastold to
bring into the tabernacle after he had set it up was the Ark of the Covenant. Again we seethat
the order in which the furniture was to be set up moves from the inside to the outside.

22. Read Exodus 40:1-16 and write the second piece of furniture that wasto be brought into the
tabernacle.

23. Explain what madeit possible for thepeopleto complete the work exactly as God had said
it should be done.

24. Explain why it isimportant for you to learn to undersgand and apply theinstrudions tha
God gves you in the Scripture so that y ou can complete thework that He gves you exactly as
Hewants it done.

The second piece of furniture was the table of showbread. It was one of thethree pieces of
furniture that wasplaced in the holy place. The other two pieces were the golden lampstand
and the dtar of incense. When the priests brought in thesepieces of furniture, the bread was to
be arranged on the table of showbread, the lamps of the lampgand were to be filled with oil and
lighted, and the dltar of incensewas to be put in place. Thetwo pieces of furniturein the court
of the tabernacle are mentioned next. They wereto put water in the laver so that it would be
ready to use.
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25. Read Exodus 40:1-16 and write what the priests weretold to dowiththe anointing oil.

26. Explain why they wereto set up the tabernacle and get everythingready beforethey darted
using the tabernacle.

27. Explain how you have seen that the Lord can useyour life and make it effective when you
follow His instructions.

Here we seethat M oses wastold to dedicate the tabernacle dongwith Aaron and his sons. This
was to be done before the pegple began to bring their sacrifices to thetabernacle. Herewesee a
picture of somethingthat is mentioned in the New Tegament. When God cals peopleto a
specid task, there should be adedication service for those people. The New T estament shows
us that thisisthe way that the existing leaders of the church recognize the new leaders that are
being commissioned to carry out a paticular work for the Lord.

28. Read Exodus 40:1-16 and write on what day the Lord told M osesto se up thetabernacle.
29. Explain why youthink God wanted adedication service held before the worship inthe
tabernacle began.

30. Explain why youthink that it is important for churches today to dedicate peopletothe Lord
when they are gven anew ministry for the Lord.

On thefirst day of the new year, M oses did exactly as God had told him to do. He began by
havingthe people set up the frame of thetabernacle. After theframewas in place, M oses had
the people place the various coverings over the frame. When the tabernacle had been
completely set up, Moses had thepriests bringthe furniture into the tabernacle. First, the Ark
of the Covenant was brought into the holy of holies. Then the threepieces of furniture were
brought into the holy place.

31. Read Exodus 40:17-38 and write what M oses burned onthe golden dtar when they had set
that dtar in place.

32. Explain how thefact that the tabernacle was set up onthefirst day of theyear shows tha it
had been nearly ayear since the people had left Egypt.

33. Explain how thefact it took dmost ayear beforethey s up thetabernacle shows you tha
thework of the Lord usudly takes time before results are seen.

The court of thetabernacle was also set up andthe two pieces of furniture that werein the court
wereput inplace. Thesewerethedtar of burnt offering and the laver. We arereminded again
of the purpasefor the laver. It was theplace where the priestswashed their hands and their feet
beforethey did anythingelse in thetabernacle. This reminds us of theimportance of confessing
our own sins each day if wewant to be effectivein the service of the Lord.

34. Read Exodus 40:17-38 and write what happened after M oses conmpleted the settingup of the
tabernacle.

35. Explain why it was important for the priessto washther hands and their feet before they
offered each sacrifice.

36. Explain why we can trust the Lord to make the things we do effective for His serviceif we
do them with spiritualy clean hands and a pure heart.

Thisisthefirg place where we seethat the physical presence of the Lord cameto stay among

His people. TheLord appeared to certain individuals in the book of Genesis. However, the
Lord only taked to thesepeople for ashort time and then He was gone and they could not see
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Him unless He appeared tothem again. Herewe seethat acloud covered thetent of the

cong egation and the gory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. Thiswas to be aconstant reminder
to thepeoplethat Godwas present with them and that He had not forgotten them.

37. Read Exodus 40:17-38 and write what M oseswas not able to do once the cloud settled on
thetent of the congregation.

38. Explain why it was important that the gory of the Lord was present with Hispeople as they
werein thewilderness.

39. Explain why you can know tha if you arewakingwith the Lord that the gory of the Lord
will be reflected through your life.

This cloud and the presence of the Lord were used by the Lord to show the people when to
move. When it was timeto move, God would take this gory from inside the tabernacle and
move it up over thetabernacle. When that happened, it wastimefor the pegpleto move.
Today if wearein fdlowship withthe Lord, Hewill dso guide us and lead us. Wewill know
when Heis leadingus to begn anew ministry. Hewill show us from His Word theprinciples
that will help usto carry out His work effectively. Thethingthat weneedto doislearnto
follow theleading of the Lord instead of dependingon our own plans.

40. Read Exodus 40:17-38 and write what was above the tabernacl efor therest of thetravels of
the peopleof Israd.

41. Explain why it isimportart for dl Christians to understandthat we can look to the Lord for
guidance for our own lives.

42. Explain why you are thankful that you can look tothe Lord for guidance and do not need to
depend on your own plans.
